A United Church chaplain at-
tached to the University of Sa-
skatchewan has charged in The
United Church Observer that
the “Billy Graham group con-
tradicts everything we are try-
ing to accomplish through the
new curriculum. Theyv are ven-
triloquists of the nineteenth cen-
tury, trying to turn the clock
back on theological and biblic-
al scholarship." ™
