* To think ¢ that it is ovilently the function
of the aristocracy to rule,” nmy not scem
such an absurd opinion, it o little considera-
tion, more* dispussionate than the advoceates
of Demoeracy are in the habit of bestowing,
be given to the salject. © Nothing is more in
accordance with the teachiings of reason than
that an aristocracy like that of Iagland,
who {rom theiv afllucnce possess leisure, and
from their station especially possess the
means of an extensive and accurate acquaint-
ance with the difficult seience of governmeint,
should be Letter fitted to manage a national
foraign puliey, and to carry out plans for the
internal advantage of a nation, than those
who from the disadvantages of their situation
are foreed to bestow o great pertion of their
time and cnergies in ovdinary pursuits, and
| who sre not in a position to master difficultics
tsurmountable only by the indefutigible stu-
[ dent of the past. The idea of Brown, Jones
[ and Robinson, with minds unfurnished and
| undiseiplined, attempting  to regulate  the
, complicate machinery and guide the tortuous

progress of the ship of state, is about as rea-

sotwtble as that of a landsman endeavoring to

fill the oflices of the engincer and com-
{‘ mander of o Canaed Liner. It is but the old
Lprinciple of every man to his profuvssion, which
fwe advoeate,—one so universally recognized

that we doubit if even the most noted lover
[ of pessonalities and sssailant of his conntry’s
Linstitutions, would s unhesitatingly ovder a
cont from a demagogue, and one thatalone, as
he would from a practised tailor. But forget-
ting the beauty ot that consistency which is a
jewel, it is very likely e would consult such
o one in fraviing the vast fubrie of govern-
ment !

But aside from this, ave other considera-
tions of grave weight, which cannot fail - to
claim the profound consideration of publicists.
When the direetion of public afluirs is in the
hands of those who are comparatively few and
fixed in number, and who from the very cir-
cumstances of their position and dutics, are
mostly the observed of all ohservers, the
powerful and healthiul restraints of individual
responsibility and pablie eriticism are strong-
ly brought to bear; but when itisin the hands
of continunlly changing persons, twith very
often nothing in the shape of character to
lose, on none of whom the responsibility of
puplie measures—often foreed upon a govern-
ment by insurgent pressure below—ean be
placed, then the strength and beneficial effects
of such vestraints are in great measure ohliter-
ated. Ifthe possessors of vast interests in any
country rule, and the masses are in constitu-
tional opposition. then are principles of a
patriotic, moderate and wholesome nature
generally sustained; but if the masses are
invested with supreme power, it vonstantly
oceurs that their leaders, being constantly
surroundeid by a host of unreasonable aud
clamorous supporters, aml conscious that
their manifest unfitness pointsto a shortreign,
sacrifice public interests iun their eagerness

to make the best of their time for private
| irteresta.  The munlutwde, who so loudly
excluimed against corruption before, at such
a time detend every abuse and intrigue,osten-
sibly for gome plunsible reason, but really
becanse of theiv own profit.  Perhaps no
petter example of the truth of theso words

an be found than the present condition of the
United States.  Half a century ago a New
Englard politician  said that *‘the United
States were too large for union too democratic
tor liberty, nnd too sordid for patriotism.”
This is now apparent! Vain glory, reckless-
nessg, and corruption, are the motto on that
nation’s breastplate, And so notorious is the
character of its government, that the best
clnsses of its citizens have long refused to
allow their names to Lo in connection with it.
The ignorant and impulsive muliiinde there
hoast of their power, and with true radical
licentiousness carry ont the intolerable dos-
potigm of the mob,  We place Dritain, with
its wise, enlightened, and dignified rulers—
its people enjogping the spirit and blessings
of true liberty-=on the other hand; and say,
Look on this picture, nnd then on that.

That the cxistence of the aristocracy of
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Englind, constituted ns, it is, is no injustice
to the vast body of the people, has been suifi-
ciently proven in a former letter, wherein it
was shown that the peerage is open to those
from the middling classes who, impelled by
talent or industry, are continually rising into
it-  To revert to the former illustration—no
fone thinks of decrying the status of the stien-
!ul‘;c engieecer, because itis not attained by
{ Brown, Jones, and Robinson, whose ideas of
{ mechanies amount to confused and impossible
theories. And as the status and skill of the
one are really causes of profit and blessing to
a nution, so 1s it with the other. ‘T'o have a
portion of its mind-power devoted exclusive-
ly to political science is an clement of strength
in any nation, and a safeguard of its honor.
Can we imagine the astute and elearsighted
statesinen of Great Britain placing themselves
in such a position as that occupicd by Con-
gress in the Mason and Slidell ailiir?  Pub-
liely thanking an actor, and applauding an act
for which they were only too glad afterwards
to apologize. ** ‘This great and glorious re-
public” stepped down, on that oceasion,
rather suddenly. .

the signs are cminous!  Just s0 soon as the
cncrgies of the Americin people, now engig-
il in opening up, wind taking  possession of |
| their vast country, have aceomplished that
woilk. just o socn, will that Pepublic either
undertake some war of furvther acquisition, or
coense toexist assuch, The reason 14 ohivious.
Continial agaression s necessiary to ghe ex-
tence ol a demoerey, togive complogment
to its lawless internal forcees.  This tiiling.
those forees will Le turned agiinst itself, and |
Ly its own hand it will perish. What wars
of aggression were to the French Republic—
1 safuly valve—the reclaiming ot tervitory to
the Indian hos been to the American nation,
aid when this libor is fully performed, war
or dissolution will ¢nsue,  ©The truth of this
is becoming apparent to the world, and Am-
ericans themeselves nowacknowledge a limited
monarchy as the best of all torms of govern-
ment yet tricid.

There ave those that avcuse others in true
democeatic style of gpeech, of ot having
*hradns,” and ol ** knowing very little about
what they write)” whose own acquaintance
with English history scems rathor limited.
It not being possible to deny the faer, that it
wais the ancient aristocracy of England, who
wrested Magna Charia from King Joln,
attempt is made to show, that it was obtained
for themselves ulone.  DBuat the stundard his-
torians inform us, that beside the Norman
barong, the Saxon elementformed a large
and important portion of the population.  ‘U'he
Saxons were a sturdy and powerful body of
freemen of the sddling class, ¢ which
neither withered in the contests of feudal
power, nor perished inthe obscurity of ignoble
bondege.” IFrom them have descendad the
yeomanry of England, and it was they who
drew the bow with strong and steady  arms,
and gained the battles of Poictiers and Cressy.
This middle class were condrmed in their
ancient privileges, by the barons forcing the
Charter from John.,  ‘'l'o these barens, fierce.
proud, and inteactable as they were, are the
middle and lower elasses of England indebted,
to-day, for the constitution of liberty under
which they live.  What then shalt we  think
of the information ot those, who assert, hs
has lately been done, that ** the arvistocraey
obtained that character tor themselves, and |
fur their own cluss?”

The idea that * nature, democracy, and
Christianity, find men equal in many essential
particulars,” is so plainly erroncous, thit it
seavce needs refutation, Itis probably taken
from the American Doelaviation of Indepen-
dence, one of whose propositious is, that
all men are ereated equal,” It was wise on
the part of those who framed that Declarvation,
to call this proposition, a “ selt avdent truth,”
s it is eertain that no man can prove it. In
what respect are all men created equal, when
it is evident that they are ereated with every
npaginable difterence in Lody, mind, and
soviul position?  And so strongly is the
diversity of the races defined, that infide!
philosophers deny their common origin. It
has well been saud, Where is equality in body
between aphysically discased,and a physically
sound child? = Where is the cquality in mind,
between one possessed of brilliant genius, and
one whosc intelleet is strongly characterised
by the bratal, and idiotic?  Between the off
spring of an  Esquimaux, and the heir of a
British P'ear?  1n none of these things. body,
intellect, or estate, are men ** found” equal, )
And the same principle of inequality obtains |
in all political velations.  We will quote the
words of a talented American writer, and with
the quotation close this article

S Woe may talkas we please, of our cquality
in political rights and privileges, but in point
of fact there is no such thing. Dolitieal
cquality, if it weans anything, must mean that |
every, man enjoys the same vight to political
oftice, and honor, and hence it results, ot ne-
cessity, that those who cannat possibly be ad-
witted to share in this administration, have
nn polttical equality with those who can. . We
do, indeed, say that the peoplv are sovered .
But every one knows, full well, that the com-
parative few, who are qualified to take the
lead, by talent, by education, by natural tact,
and by a conjunction of favoring circumstan-
ceq, are practically sovereigns over the people.
T'he maa who carrvies the hod, gives his vote
for the candidate. The candidate himself,
can do no more,, Are they theretore politi-
cally equal? W ho formed the party. to which
the candidate velongs?  Who ruled the con-
vention by which hi® name was put on the
list? Who subsidised the DPress? Had the
poer hodman any share in the operation, any
influence, any voice, whatever? No more
than the hod which he earries ! Can any hu-
nn power ever mannfacture a candidate out
of him?  'F'hie notion would Le preposterous !
Where, then, is his political equality ?

“ ven here, inour happy land of universa
sullrage, how does it appear, that ** all men
are born equal 2’ 'I'he proposition is a sheer
abgurdity .  All men are born wnequal, in
body. in mind, in social privileges. Their
intelleetnal facultics wre unequal.  Their
education is unvqual.  Their associations are
unequal,  Their opp ortunities are unequal,
And their frecdomis as unreal as their equali-
ty. The mu titude are dependent on the fow,
who are endowed with talents to govern.  And
the few are dependent on the multitude for
the power, withont which all government is
impossible. From the top to the hottom of
the social fubrie, the whole is thus scen to be
inequality, and mutual dependance.  And
hienee although they are free from that special
kind of slavery, which the Southern states
maintain over the posterity of Wam, yet they
are all from the highest to the lowest, in-bon-
dage quite as real from which they eannot
escape, — the slavery of circumstances, —
called in the ordinary language of the world,
necessity.”

In farther pursning this subjoct, Mr.
Lditor, we cannot undertake to reply to the
irrelevant personalities, with which, it ap-
pears,1he wlvocates on the other side scek
to cke out their argaments, but we must con-
foss to o desire to see the defence of that side
placed in the hands of some cool and able
wranglor, if sueh there ean be found,

Tiure news by the English 1lail is not
of a very exciting churacter. The war
clond which, a few wecks ago, hung
black and lowering above the horizon of
Buropean politics, has, partially at least,
dispersed. The speech of the Fmperor
of the Irench, at the opening of the
Chambers waseminently conciliatory and
peaceful in its tone. A very great deal
depends on the suyings and doings of this
one man. If he frowns and uses lan-
cenage that can, by the utmost ingenuity,
be construed into menace, the whole of
Borope is in commotion, and piepares
for wuar. If, on the other hand, his
utterances are of a peacelul character, all
the world is perfectly convinced that
men everywhere may tor a while longer,
at least, enjoy the good things of this
life in peace and quictness.  When he
increases his militory and naval arma-
ments, cvery other Euoropean potentite
does the same—if he or she ean afford it
and when France proceeds to disarm,the
other powers breathe frecly, und begin
to disarm likewise, Napoleon las, in-
dued, a giant's power, but it cunnot be

Csuid that, for any evil purpose, he has as

vet used it as a giant, e has twice
exerted Lis material and moral forces to
vee Italy from the heel of the tyrant.
le endeavored to introduce order and
symmetry into the chinos of Mexican
politics, and failed ; and he has but the
other day extended a protecting hand to
Pope Pins the Ninth, and preserved to
His IHoliness, for some time longer, his
temporal sovereignty. It was conjee-
tured by those who generally gucess:
pretty shrewdly in these matters, that
the Emperor of the French viewed with
dislike and jealousy the process of Union
that wus going on in Germany, under
the auspices of Prussia. It was thought
that he by no means liked to sce the half
dozen weak — beeause divided — king-
doms in the vicinity of Lis eastern fron-
tier consolidated into one great and
powerful state. Some things which he
said, and some things which he did,
caused people to believe that he weuld
before very long throw obstacles in the
way of this consolidation. But the man
of destiny has proved himself to be a
man of mystery as well; and to the sur-
prise of nearly every one, witnesses the
closer union of the German States, both
North and South, with an indifference
truly philosophical.  Perhap: like many
philozuophers in  humbler spheres, he
swallows his chagrin with a great inter-
nal cifort—though with a smiling coun-
tenance—saying to Limselt at the same
time, in I'reneh, of course, ** What can’t
be cured must be endured.” Oris he
patiently biding his time, waiting till
the pear is riper. It is said of him thut
lie is complete master of the very difficult
art of waiting—that he can watch silent-
ly, wait patiently, and when the proper
moment arrvives, act promptly. At any
rate, whether Napoleon is really satisfied
with the action of the German States, or
whether it better suits his  prescnt
purpose to appear satisfied, he ex-
presses himselt willing to *‘accept the
changes which have taken place on the
other side of the Rhine, so long as the
interests of France are not jeopardized.”
If so humble a journalist as ourselves
may be allowed an opinion on so weighty
a subjeet, we think it the best thing that
could happen for the peace of Europe
and of the world that a mighty state
should establish itsclf by the side of the
powerful and warlike Irench nation.
The influence of France as a military
state is by fur too great, both for her
own good and for the good of Europe in
general.  The enormous military estub-
lishment which she maintains, and other
nations, either from fear of her or through
jealousy of her,are also obliged to maintain
in times of profound peace, are a trem-
endous drain upon their resources, and
an almost intolerable burden upon their

industry.

Of course, as long as the Iimperer re-
mains in his present pacific state of mind
there will be no talk of war in Prussia,
though by the bye we obscrve the Govern-
ment of that country proposes to increase
its expenditure for military purposes—
already great enough, in all conscience.
Prussia appears determined. to scquire
territory pretty much in the same mans
nar as the Duteliman advised his gon to
got money— ¢ honestly if he could, but
anyhow to get money.” So with 'rus-
sia, If Ly fair and peaecable means she
can extend her territory, well ; but if she
cannot compass that end by those means,
she has not the slightest geruple in the
world in resorting to foul and vielent

measures to accomplish it, 5
At presents a deceitful quiet pervades
Italy. The Guaribaldians have been

handsomely beaten by the “French and
Papal forces. The great Revolutionist
is himself in prison, but he has the
sympathies of nearly the whole population
of the Ttalian Peninsula. It is said that
the Italian ‘Government dare not bring
him to trial—that he is much more traly
king of Italy than Victor Emanucl. The-
Emperor of I'rance is to-day a very un-
popular man in Italy. A verylarge party
there will never forgive his late interfer-
ence. Dut for him, say they, the drcam
of Italian patriots wotld be now realized.
Italy would be to-day one and undivided.
It is very hard to tell what is going on
beneath the apparently quiet surface of
society in Italy. The Italians are great
plotters, Secret societies and brother-
hoods of a hundred names are busily
working to ‘accomplish the overthrow,not
only of the papal, but also of kingly
power in Italy. Whether they will sue-
ceed time alone. can tell.  From what
we can, read, the prospects of the Repub-
licans were never brighter than at present.
Vietor Fmamuel has proved a failure.
He is represented as a man of slender
ability, almost completely devoted to

e
