Aboard Plane

gers who flew from Baltimore to
Pittsburgh in a Capital Airlines
plane Thursday night were urged
to take anti-polio shots Friday
"pul:ely as a precautionary meas-
ure.”

Live polio virus spilled in the
plane when a cargo handler in
Washington dropped a crate of
containers bound for Johns Hop-
kins Hospital in Baltimore. The
plane, a DC-4, flew from Washing-
ton to Baltimore without passen-
gers.

The leaky container was discov-
ered when the virus shipment was
removed at Baltimore airport.
Flight and cargo personnel re-
ceived anti-polio shots and 22 pas-
sengers were taken aboard for the
flight to Pittsburgh before airline
personnel realized the seriousness
of the incident.
