the convicts, the governor of the
state handed him a pardon ~ for
one of them—a woman who had
served for years and was only half
way through heér sentence. After
the service was over the evangelist
announced that he had a pardon
tor one of his hearers. The entire
audience was thrown into such a
state of excitement that Moody
himself ‘was overwhelmed so that
he could not utter another word.
At last he managed to shout the
name of the one pardoned, and she
tell into hysterics and could only
laugh and cry in an ecstacy of de-
light, Jesus in His Gospel announces
an. amnesty for sinners and it Is
ogien to all who will receive it.

Jesus began his ministty by

bringing this message of forgive-
ness to the class which needed it
meast~—the outcasts of His time.
He broke with the moralists of
that day on this issue.
AThey sald: The blacker the sin
the deeper the guilt, and, there-
fore, the severer the punishment
deserved. He said: The blacker the
sin the deeper the need, and there-
fore the stronger the claim on the
grace of God.

They said: A just God s glorified
by~dealing out stern justice to the
transgressor.

Jesus sald: A good God is glori-

fied more truly by turning a sin-
ner against his sin than by destroy-
ing him for it.

He practiced what He preached.
Everyone knows that it is one
thing to preach an universal pat-
don as a doctrine and another to-
tally different to forgive persons
in ‘the act of inflicting the most
cruel injuries .on oneself, Yet while
the soldiers were driving the nails
through His hands and feet Jesus
prayed, “Father, forgive them, for
they know not what they do.”
(Lauke 23:84).

To find such a spirit in such
circumstances stirs the imagina-
tion, There is nothing in human
nature which enables us to account
for it. Miss Caroline Macdonald, a
missionary to Japan, tells of the
effect of this story on a criminal
sentenced to death for crimes of
a most revolting character, One
day she handed hjm a copy of the
Gospel of Luke and he read it be-
cause he had nothing else to do, At
first he was languidly interested in
it as a story; then his interest
deepended as Luke's conception ef
Jesus' character got hold of him.
But when he came to this prayer
‘“Father, forgive them, for they
know not what they do,” he said,
“I1t plerced my heart like a five-
inch nail”” Japan had once had a
patriot who loved her gnough t&
be impaled for her, but he died im-
precating the most fearful curses
on his torturers; and here Jesus,
crucified because of His agony,
pleads for the forgiveness of those
who were nailing Him to the tree.
That picture transformed the man
who saw it into the %ery image of
the Christ. Miss Macdonald’s ac-
count is entitled, “A gentleman in
prison” and no convert ever de-
served the title more truly.

Good Friday and Paster Sunday
are at hand Good Friday reminds
us of the price which Christ paid
for our redemption, and His
triumph over death on Easter Sun-
day is the guarantee of His success
and of our salvation in Him. “Cal-
vary day and Easter day are just
one day apart.” But as we live by
forgiveness, let us learn to forgive.
“Forgiveness with the Forglver in
it.” i{s the Gospel offer; we must
forgive as we have been forgiven,
our Lord, whose mercy is as high
as the heavens, has taught us to
pray, “Forgive us our trespasses as
we {orgive those who trespass
against us.” Those who will not
forgive cannot be forgiven. Bitter-
ness reigns in many a soul because
he cannot forgive; let each take
his place this season among the
Reconciled who are Reconcilers for
Christ's sake. '

words,

In spite of the fact that much
time is spent on the ground, a
Flicker likes tall trees in which to
make & home. Apple trees are
favourites, but even bird boxes
sometimes are an attraction. Tt
was not until telephone poles
stretched across the prairie prov-
inces that the Northern Flicker
was found that far west. This
great carpenter chisels out a cavity,
generally about ten feet up, but
often much higher, as another name,
High Holer, indicates. Here five to
ten white eggs are laid. An
experiment once proved that Mrs,
Flicker is so anxious to have the
right number to incubate that she
will lay up to seveniy-one if an
egg a day is taken from her. Holes
carved out by this bird are later
| on much sought after by a dozen
or more species unable to do their
own excavating.
