18th, was a pretty warm affair. But I
think the firing yesterday morning was
far heavier than at any time on Sunday.
Rollie Taylor was the only man of “G”
Compsuy killed in the first engagement,
and McCreary, who was badly wounied,
died next day. On Monday the 19th, I
went out to help to burv Rollie. I took
his note beok and letters from him, and

as Fred Furze had his watch I gave them

to him to take home to his father.

Yesterday morning about two o’clock,
when we were advancing on the Boer
trenches, I was on the right of G. Com-
pany. Alf. Rigge was next me and Roy
Harris next him. Suddenly there came a
flash and a erash from the Boer irenches
and we as suddenly fell on the ground.
Alf. Riggs was shot, He fell on my legs,
and so close to Roy Harris that he bled
over Roy’s face and clothing. I think he
died almost instantly as ke never moved
or speke. There were four others killed
in our company and twelve wounded, in-
cluding myeelf. I was slightly wounded
in the right lag. Don’t think I am in any
danger. The bullet did not penetrate far.
The fire was terrible, We lay there about
half an hour when the word was passed to
retire on the treuches. Qur rear rank
men were digging about ten paces behind
us. We took our time crawling back in
enake fashion.

When day broke we found we were
within twenty-fiye yards of the enemy.
The Boers in the first trench sent in & flag
of truce and said they wished to surrender
although they had no orders 1o do so
About ten minutes afterwards the re

I arrived in eamp ot ten o’clock that
ricks un‘ouched. Most of us were very
hungry, but the wo-4 was not a bite till
morning, Neert killed a sheep

and gloried in a few nice juicy roasts.
Then we turncd in for a sleep. Nexi
mornieg we had a gool breakfase, and en-
joyed a day’s rest. On Tuesday we were
in another fight from six a m, to eightp
m. Toen came a few days of rest.

On the morring of Tuesday, the 27th, at
two o’clock, we started ot in inky dark-
pess. We march:d close together w'th
fixed bryonets, Stealthily we approached
to within 50 vards ef the Boer trenches.
An order came to advance etill closer, and
we gol tweuty-five yards nearer death,

A1l at once a terrible fire opened upon us.
In this voliey Alf. Riggs w~as hit. We
fell flat on he g und, and s!'ayed there
till daylight., All this time the Boers

could not eee us  When it was spfficient-

While the general healtk of the
Indians has been particularly good,
where diseases have entrenched them-
selves they are very severe. Pulmonary
troubles are prevalent. Although the
Indians of the Islard cuffered more or less
severely, fortunately the mortality was
not excessive. There was an actna!  e-
crease of population of 174, Prince Ed-
ward Island had an increase of one. T he
births numbered 2,437, and the deaths
2,513. Education among the Indians ie
receiving marked attention.
