AGRCULTURE’'S FUTURE

In the recent talk to a Quebec
gronp of farmers, Mr. R. K. Ben-
nett Federal livestock Commisslun-i
er made some predictions relative |
to the future of agriculture in Can. |
ada.

“While admitting
is still hard work and a continu-
ous struggle with climate, insects |
and disease, the speaker pointed
out that farming never had a bet-
ter future. He suggested that by
1975 there would be 200 million |
people in the U.S. and 25 milllon’
in Canada. There will be no sur-
pluses in North America, rather |
increased demands for farm pro- |
ducts.”

Further Mr. Bennett pointed |
out: “that getting together begins |
at the local level and suggested to
his farm audience that they should {
never lose faith in the fact that |
the opinions of individuals and
local groups, however small and
unimportant they may seem, really
spell the difference between suc-
cess and failure for agriculture.'
