But He, 88 man, conquered
man's worst enemies, sin  and
death. He, the Son of God as well
as the Son of Man, will return in
power and glory to vindicate aqd
claim His own and to take His
power and reign. The early church
lived through her persgcutlons
and won her victories in this hope.

Whenever persecution overtakes
the church this hope reawakens.
Some of us have been surprised at
the apocalyptic outlook of our
European fellow-Christians;  the
reason is that so many of their
churches have suffered and are
suffering persecution. The cry:
«0 Lord, how long?” again
wrung from the hearts of millions
of believers suffering for Christ’s
sake. To them and to all He will
return in power.

We cannot know when. Jesus
Himself said: “Of that day or that
hour no one knows, not even the
angels in Heaven, nor the Son, but
only the Father” (Mark 13:32).
People have often tried to foretell
the time of our Lord's return.
L. M. Montgomery has described
the fear that gripped the children
of her native Province as they
looked forward to a definite date
fixed for the end of the world by &
certain man. The writer remem-
bers it vividly. Other efforts of
the same kind have been made re-
cently. But it is all “vanity and
vexation of spirit;” Jesus has told
us that we cannot know.

Then be always ready. To keep
us on the watch — vigilant, dili-
gent expectant — is the reason
why it is hidden.
