Auto Traffic Up,
But Fewer Trucks |
Cross At Wood Is. '

Traffic figures for August 1954 |
issued by the Northumberland Fer-
ries Limited yesterday, show a
sharp decrease 1n truck traffic via
Wood Islands-Caribou route as
compared with a similar period
last year. The figures also show
an increase in both passenger and
auto traffic. Comparative figures
for this year's and last year's four-
month  period, May-August (in
clusive), indicate trends similar
to those of last month's traffic.

In August of this year, there
were 21,424 passengers crossed be-
tween the two points as compared
with 21,019 in the same month of
1953—an increase of 405. The
Prince Nova and the Charles A
Dunning carried 5,893 autos last
month—an increase of 403 over the
5,490 in August, 1953. In truck
transportation, there was a total
of 798 carried by the two boats
this year as compared with 948 of
August, last year. This is a de-
crease of 150

In the four-month period this
year there were 57,182 passengers
crossing—1,996 more than the 55,

186 of 1953. 15912 autos were car-
ried s0 lar this year comparea
with the 14,601 of last year. This

is an increase of 1,311 autos. The
transportation of trucks for this
period this year has been 3200—a
decrease of 627 from 1953's 3,827
