tiewlar form of notice is required. It
maybe written or verbal. Tue principal
ases in which locses eecur from failure

to use due diligence in tlie collection of
cheques are where the Lanks on which
they ave d.awn fail in the meant me.
If the banks continue solvent the draw-
ers will remain lab'e to pay their
cheguis for momhs at least after they
are drawn. Presentation and notice of
dishonor will also be dispensed with
where there are no funds to pay cheques,
and where the banks on which they are
drawn suspend pay ment before they can
be presented, using proper diligence,
After re eiving cheques they must be
presented for payment, unless such pre-
sentation vould b> useless before the
original claims cau be sued on, for, by
accepting ceques, there is an implied
agreement fo use that method of procur-
ing the money for which they are
drawn.
Where cheques are negotiable and pass

by indorsement or delivery, the same
degree of diligence will be required of
each person to whom they are indorsed
in order to hold those indorsing them, as
js required of original payees to hold
original drawers of cheques, But by
putting cheques in circulation the habil-
ity of the d:awers cannot be prolonged.
They must Le presented within the
same time by indorsees as by payees.

Banks are
only required to see that the names of

Who should sizn tie cheques of
corporations will be determined by the
State laws, by the charters, by-laws, or
by the usaze of the particular corpora-
tions. Every partner has the right to
sign his firm's name to cheques, unless
prohibited by its article of co-partner-
ship. So also can agents sign them
when given express or implied authority.
As usually drawn, payable to certain

persons nained or order, cheques are
negutiable. A valuable consideration
for them will be presumed. They may
be transferred by indorsement, or if pay-
able to bearer, by mere delivery. De-
fences to them existing Letween first
parties cannot be raised azainst subse-
quent holders.—A. S. and Y. cor.
