TORONTO, April 21— Senior
golds had their strongest day in
many weeks on the Toronto min-
ing market, gains ranging up to
1 1-8. Buying was touched off by
the bonus voted by Dome. The
cheaper golds displayed more
heaviness than strength and losses
out-numbered gains in  other
groups also. Miscellaneous mines
showed a loss of & point in the in-
dex and the gold share indicator
recorded mild improvement. Vol-
ume was off a half million shares
from Monday to 764,000,

Dome touched 48 1-3, its best
price in two months. The close at
48 was up an even point. McIntyre
added 1 1-8, Lake Shore 1-4,
Wright Hargreaves 15 cents and
Teck Hughes b cents.
