She was on her way to
visit a neighbor but apparently
collapsed due to the deep snow
and blinding wind.

Meanwhile, R.C.M.P. headquart-
ers in Edmonton sald Sunday that
nine persens previously reported
missing between Bassano and
Makepeace in Southern Alberta
have turned up unharmed at Bas-
sano. There are now no further re-
ports of missing persons in Al-
berta,

Reach All - Time High

OTTAWA, March 18 —(CP) —
The growing need for a small loan
to tide them over an econcmic
hump has swelled the ranks of
Canadians making use of finan-
cing companies.

More Canadians stormed their
doors last year than at any time
in history. The amount of money
they borrowed was at an all-time
high.

The story is told in an Insur-
ance Department annual sum-
mary, disclosing the business done
in the last five years by the four
finance companies and 55 money
lenders licensed to make small
loans up to $500. ' .

All of them, together, dished
out $119,000,000 in small loans in
1950 to 586,654 persons, This was
$20,000,000 higher than the $99-
000,000 in 1940 and double the
