Thoy were
accordingly in attendance and the court pro-
ceoded as follows: ¢ John Thompson, the
alleged disobedience of orders of Charles Keer,
mate of the Barque Isabel, under which you
were arrested and brought here, has not been
you shipped as an ordinary sea-
mall wages, and whatever the custom
may bo at sea with respect to cooking, when a.
cook becomes disabled, the courtare of opinion,
such custom should not hold when the vessel
is in port, where abundance of Cooks can
easily be had. Under these circumstances,
the complaint against you is dismissed, but
you will bear in mind, that the decision now
made known will have no bearing on you, with

respect to your following the custor of Cook-| ¥

ing when at sea, (it such be the custom) in the
event of a cook becowing disabled; vou can
now proceed to your vessol and attend to your
du and to the law(ul commands of the
officers of your ship.””
