Boyd Gang
Sentenced -

TORONTO, Oft. 16—(CP)—Ed-
win Alonzo Boyd, 38, leader of a
notorious bank robbery and jail-
breaking gang, today was senten-
ced to spend the rest of his nat-
dral life in penitentiary.

Song of a retired policeman
and brother of a missionary, ne
listened calmly but with his
sunken cheeks twitching as Judge
Robert Forsyth pronounced sen-
tence. Seven other members of
the gang also were sent to pris-
on.

Boyd was actually sentenced to
eight life terms, one for each of
the Toronto area banks he looted
of upwards of $100,000 altogether
during the last three years. He
drew another 10 years for assault
with intent to rob, four years for
each of two automobile thefts,
two years for each of two escapes
from the Don Jail here—last No-
vember and last month—and five
years for jailbreaking. However,
the terms are concurrent.

An official of the Attorney-Gen-
eral’'s Department said later:

“A life sentence means exactly
that. I think, however, as a mat-
ter of practice, Ottawa (Justice
Department) lets a rhan go after
20 years, if he has shown good
behaviour, on a ticket of leave.”

Boyd's attractive wife, Doreen,
freed earlier of a conspiracy
charge, burst Into tears upon
hearing the sentence. She rushed
up to him, threw her arms around
him and kissed him.

William R. Jackson, 27, was sen-
tenced to 20 years on two charges
of bank robbery. The terms will
be consecutive to a term of seven
years and 10 lashes imposed on
him last year for assault and rob-
bery. He will also serve two years
consecutive on each of two
charges of jail breaking and they
bring his terms all told to 31
years and lashes.

His brother, Joseph Jackson, 31,
will serve 10 years on one charge
of ‘armed robbery. °

Allister Gibson, 25 his brother-
in-law, was given eight years on
one charge of armed robbery.

Boyd’'s brother, Norman, 32, was
sentenced to three years for bank
robbery and nine months concur-
rent for harboring Boyd.

Joseph Lesso, 47, received a
nine-month sentence for harboring
Boyd and Willlam Jackson after
they broke out of jail last No-
vember, His wife, Elizabeth, 44,

gunman Leonard Jackson, each 're-
ceived six months indeterminate
on the same charge. The Lessos
are parents of Steve Suchan,

Leonard Jackson and Suchan
previously were sentenced to be
hanged Dec. 16 for murder in the
shooting last March 6 of Sergeant
of Detectives Edmund Tong. Tong
was shot down without warning
as he approached an automobile
to question its two occupants.
