Reports Drop In
Use of Liquor

MONTREAL, (CP) — Rev. Dr.
J. R. Mutchmor of Toronto, speak-
ing at the United Church of Can-
ada’s Montreal presbytery said
Tuesday Canadian liquor consump-
tion has shown a drop this year,

Dr, Mutchmor, secretary of the
church’s board of evangelism and
social service, said consumption
figures for the first five months
of this year were 138 per cent
lower than those for the corres-
ponding period last year.

He said his was the first such
decrease since the days of war-
time shortages and the church was
“gratified.”

He referred to a pamphlet re-
cently issued by the church at its
national meeting at Sackville, N. B,
and said it was “unfortunate ml
many people thought the book had
been intended primarily as an at-
‘ack on ' the Roman .
