begin than by hauling manure on them

during winter. I havedravn my wanure
from the stables as fast as I made it for a

great many years, and
more benefit from it than ¥ used to when
I threw it out int~ the yard. T know
some of my neighbors lose more than
half of their manure by letting it lie in
the yard all summer. Since I commenced
this practice, I ‘have raised from two t-
three tons of hay per acre and a great
deal more graip than formerly, and it is
much easier to gork the land. The farm-
ersin our section sell too much hay and

hay should be sold off the farm for less
than $10 a ton in the Eastern States. It
is better to keep it at home and raise
young stock—*‘m re stock, more hay"—
and 8o make farming pay—Rural New
Yorker.
