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B. C. Poultry
Flocks Hit
By Disease

VANOCOUVER, July 12 —(CP) —
Newcastle disease raging uncheck-
ed through poultry flocks in Brit-
ish Columbia — sky-rocketing
potential losses into the millions —
today found poultry raisers and
Government  officials  alike still
seeking a cure for the scourge.

With more than 350,000 chickens
and turkeys already dead, a Pro-
vincial Agriculture Department of-
ficial said losses to the Province in
potentia]l income from the poultry
industry were fast nearing the $3,
000,000 mark.

Close to 15 per cent of the Prov-

ince’s chicken population has been
'wiped out with heaviest losses in
the Fraser Valley and on Van-
couver Island.
—Estimates place Federal Govern-
ment aid to stricken poultry pro-
ducers in the Province at $600,000.
The money is pald as compensat-
jon to those whose flocks have
been slaughtered to prevent the
disease from spreading.

Proposals to check the disease —
a virus infection similar to in-
fluenza in humams—have ranged
from mass vaccination to poultry
import  restrictions on - British
Columbia’s borders, a distinct pos-
sibility.

Phe Poultty Industries Council
here has recommended vaccimation
of flocks near infected areas. It
termed the present policy of
slaughteying infected birds “inef-
fective.

The recommendation also asked
consideration for a new  British
virus vaccine, reported to give one
year’s immunization with spread-
ing an impossibility.

A spokesman said poultry import
tans might help eliminate trams-
fer of the disease from Province to
Province and from the United
States to Canada.

Tightening of controls on feed
sacks and egg cartons may also be
undertaxen, \

Dr. W. E. Moynihan, of the Fed-
eral Agriculture Department told
a mesting of the B. C. Turkey As-
soclation that epread of the dis-
ease by humans is a ocssibility, He
said that most virus diceases—New-
castle among them—are airbo:ne.

Farm_grices

OTTAWA, July 12 —(OP) —
Farm prices of agricultural pro-
ducts in Canada—excluding New-
foundland —climbed again during
May, but were slightly beiow the
corresponding period last year, the
Bureau of Statistics reported today

Increased prices in Ontario,
Saskatchewan, Alberta and British
Columbia outweighed declines in
the other five Prvinces.

The index number for all Can-
ada, on the basis 1935-39 equals
100, stood at 249.5 in May, com-
pared with. 248.9 for April and
250.3 in May last year. From
January to May, the index gained
10 points. The steady rise from
239.3 in January is largely at-
tributable to rising livestock prices.

Yanks Face
Tough Campaign
In South Korea

American boys, too lightly armed
and poorly reinforced, are fighting
to twn a strange river in Korea
into a new Marne.

It was the British-French amm-
i¢s along the Marne which, after
disastrous retreat from the Bel-
gian.border, broke the impetus of
the Kaiser’s first drive in 1914. It
was against this same line in 1916
that the Imperial German armies
bashed out the last of their brains.

The armies along the Kum can’t
compare with those that fought
along the Marne. But the Marne
stood before Paris and the Allied
holding operation made possible
the long comeback through which
they eventually won the war,

The Kum stands before Taejon,
American headquarters and South
Korea’'s temporary capital, and
before Pusan, only decent port for
handling the American reinforce-
ments for which the thinly-spread
defenders are so urgently calling.

As Wednesday night fell on mass-
ing Communist forces north of the
river, few looked at the American
line with any great hope.

“You don't fight two tank-
equipped divisjns with .30-calibre

treating American officer put it,
adding, “this is the most  useless
damned war in all my life,” (He
was referring, undoubtedly, to
methods and means, not motives.)

There was beginning to be talk
that United States forces would be
thrown out of Korea, and specu-
lation as to what might then hap-

pen.

Criticism of behind-the-front
activity was mounting in the Unit-
ed States. There was not enough
action, said the critics. Too much
complacency.

High Government officials met
and agreed to issue gloomy watn-
ings of a long fight, for which

they eeemed to have ample
grounds, But they gave people
nothing to rally arourd. Perhaps

préparations were going forward
Word was leaking out that if the
Americans could just keep holding
on in Korea until September, things
would begin to show.

Reports from London that Rus-
sia had not slammed the door on
proposals for peaceful intervent-
ion served merely to add to the
confusion. Allled diplomats know
that with her North Korean pup-
pet army advancing, Russia will
make no deal except out-and-out
bargaining for a high price —a
price higher than the West can
pay.
