Doctors Tell

Experimental tumors form one
segment of the vast field of can-
cer research. To determine the
nature of cancer and eventually
its cause and cure scientists must
know what factors enter into the
disease.

To study it in the human body
alone involves confusing influences
of heredity, the body's resistance
or susceptibility to disease and
scores of other factors.

The aim in experimental tumor

growth is to look at cancer de-
veloped under controlled condi-
tions.

Dr. Anderbont .uses in-bred mice
to get around the heredity factor
and avoid the variation in reaction
which all men and animals have
toward certain conditions. In-bred
strains are obtained by mating
brother and sister mice. Dr. An-
derbont has found that, after 20
generations of in-breeding, strains
of mice have been developed hav-
ing high or low susceptibility to
growth of spontaneous tumors.

A single strain may show uni-
formity in reaction to cancer-pro-
ducing agents.

One of the results of using in-
bred animals, he said, has been
to show that susceptibility to can-
cer is not a characteristic of the
entire animal but rather of spec-
ific organs.

Dr. Parker's work involves
srowth of cancer cells in an artific-
:al medium in a glass laboratory
flask—the first time a synthetic
medium has been used.

GROW POLIO VIRUS

An  off-shoot of Dr. Parker's
work has been the growth of polio
virus to produce vaccine against
infantile paralysis.

Much of the vaccine being given

children in Canada and the United
States this year was produced from
polio virus grown in the Parker
medium at Connaught laboratories.
Dr. Armstrong’s work is a step
towards answering the question
why cancer has certain effects
en the human body. Besides can-
cer's abnormal growth some of the
disease's effects may be weakness
and run-down condition.
Dr. Armstrong grows cancer
cells in the embryo of a chicken
while it still is developing in the
cgR. Because the embryo has no
power to resist disease, the re-
sistance factor which is present
in the human body can be elim-
mnated. Also because the egg can-
not excrete waste it may be pos.
sible to determine just what can-
cer does to the body in which it
2rows.
