An important step was taken Ly the |
Government yesterday as effecting the
manufactures of the country. Recently
Hon. Mr. Bowell made a promise that he
would recommend concessions concern-
ing drawbacks on the duties of articles
entering into the construction of g
manufactared in this country for export,
and at yesterday’s meeting of the cabinet
an order-in-council was passed, amending
the regulations governing the payment of
such drawback. The change i3 of the most
liberal charae lu, and extends to all
articles imported, whether maunufactured
in the conntry ornot, provided they enter
inio the construction of goods which are
subsequently exported. Hereafter 99 per
cenit. of the duty paid will be refunded.
Correspondingly the minimum amount of
claim for drawback bas been reduced from
$50 10 $25. The effect of this change will
be to place the manufactures of Canada in
the most favorable position to compete
with the manufactured products of adja-
cent and otier countries in the foreign
markots.
