Through a common devotion
the worldwide community of Ba-
ha'is have merged themselves in
a loyalty to humanity with the
goal of establishing the principles
of World Unity.

Segond, the Baha'l Faith devel-
ops world mindedness because of
the world-embracing nature of
the Teachings of Baha'u’llah which
call men to the service of the
entire human race, as well as the
education in human relationships
for which the Baha'i Community
is famed.

Third, the Baha'i Faith contrib-
utes a spiritual background for
the World Order goals of the
present day. Baha'is believe that
true religion is the real basis of
civil life, and that in order to be-
come citizens of One World indi-
viduals must have high moral
standards and an enlightensd
basis of bellef in one God over
all peoples. The oneness and
equality of mankind, key to the
teachings of Baha'u'llah, calls for
a vision of justice to all races in
order that they may have equal
educational and economic oppor-
tunity and access to decent living
conditions.

The highest goal of religion, say
the Baha'is, is to furnish the
faith, the impetus and the plan
for the social and spiritual regen-
eration of the world.
