Drilling Contract Is Let
To Probe Causeway Site

OTTAWA _(Special)—Solicitor-
General J. Watson MacNaught,
yesterday announced that the
firm of Warnock Hersey Soil In-
vestigations has been named to
conduct a core drilling program
on the proposed P.EL - N.B.
causeway site.

Mr. MacNaught said the $125,-
