LONDON, June 10 — (AP) — A
tight promgjer pleaded with the
public today to quit trying to buy
tickets for his boxing show.

It was no fairy story or public-
ity stunt. Promoter Jack Solomons
dug his way through a six-foot
stack of letters to talk about it.
The attraction is the world mid-
dleweight championship fight be-
tween titleholder Sugar Ray Rob-
inson and Randy Turpin, hard
punching British Negro who holds
the British and European middle-
weight crowns,

They are scheduled to go 15
rounds or less at the indoor Earl's
Court Arena here July 10,

The arena seats 18,100 for box-
ing. The tickets cost from one
guinea (about $3.10) to 10. guin-
eas, The match was announced
three days ago.

“I have received at least 50,000
letters asking for tickets,” Sol-
omons declared. “Most of them
want two or more seats.

“We're sold out several times
over.
tion. I -am begging the people to
please hold off so that we can see
where we stand.”

Solomons doesn’'t like to talk
about what his shows gross and
what he pays the fighters, But
the best estimates here are that
the Turpin-Robinson bout will
draw a gate of between £80,000 and
£100,000, second largest in history
for an indoor tight. The record is
$422,018 for the Tony Zale-Rocky
Graziago middleweight title fight
in the Chicago Stadium in 1847,
Robinson is known to have ask-
ed £30,000 pounds for his services
but most folks think he settled for
slightly less. His manager, George
Gainford, told reporters in Paris
the contract calls for 30 per cent
of the gross with a guarantee of
$50,000.

Solomons’ only revelation was
that he's paying Turpin more than
12% per cent.
