Senator from Nova Scotia, with
an eye to east coast ports, Wed-
nesday proposed a federal pro-
hibition on shipping in the St.

Senator Gordon Isnor of Hali-
fax made the proposal in a no-
tice of motion placed on the Sen-
ate order paper. Debate on the
motion likely will open Wednes-
day, April 22,

The motion states that the fed-
eral government should take ac-
tion to bring about a greater use
of Atlantic ports. It says this
shotld be done because of the
importance of Atlantic ports, in
peace and war and because they
are free of ice to a greater ex-
tent than St. Lawrence ports.
