cause bicdirg problems may sub-
sequently arise which cannot be
readily solved. Thus, if partner’s
rebid is two hearts, a raise to three
hearts wculd be an unnecessary
overbid, while a pass of the two
heart bid leaves our story untold.

2. Two clubs. The hand warrants
iwo constructive bids. The plan is
to bid clu_s first, and over the
expected heart rebid, to bid two
spades. In this way. the greater
club length is identified, and the
additional values beyond a wo
club bid are shown by continuing
the bidding after the presumed t.o
heart rebi-!. If the opener’s rebid
takes another form, in most cases
the spades will be shown to com-
plete the picture of the hand. Game
seems very likely, but the firal
i contract is so uncertain that the
distribution and high card content
8% must be presented as accurately
as is possible.

3. Three clubs. It should be as-
sumed immediately that the tinal
contract will be a slam. An open-
ing bid tacing 19 high card points
presents a good play for twelve
tricks, unless it turns out the op-
ponents have two aces. The jump
shift will se understood by partner
to signify at least 17 points. The
distribution is not attractive, but!
there is flexibility enough to play
in a suit contract if that is partner's
wish, otherwise in notrump.

It would be incorrect to respond
to. the heart bid with three no-
trump. The range for this resjosne
is 16 to 18 points. The opener is not
required to rebid over a three
notrump response, and in many
cases, he gives up the ghost at
this point. No early opportunity
should be granted the opening bid-
der to stop under six. The high
card values shriek for a slam.

4. One spade. There is a popular
misconception is many circles
that the response of one in a suit
promises a better hand than a one
notrump response. The responder
may have a good hand, but no
more than six points are guarante-
ed. A one notrump response would
be improper. The spades must be
named. There are too many hands
where partner has three spades,
and if responder does not mention
the suit, the proper trump contract
may never be found.
