Canada Bans Imports
Of British Sheep

OTTAWA, (CP) — Canada has
banned imports of sheep from Bri-
tain to prevent the spread of
scrapie, a virus disease that at-
tacks the animal’s spinal cord.

The Canada Gazette said today
the import ban will continue “untii
further notice.”

Federal veterinarians explained
that scrapie hits the animal’s nery-
ous system, and makes the sheep
feel so fitchy that they would
rather scratch against something
than eat. The disease proves fatal
in many cases.

The veterinarians saild Canade
usually imports several dozen choice
sheep from Britain for breeding
purposes each year, but because
the disease is reported to be spread-
ing in Britain, it was decided to
halt imports for an indefinite per-
iod.
