- FARM WEEDS

Farm ‘'weeds have been describ-
ed as “plants growing out of
place” A dictionary states a weed
is:° “any injurious, unsightly or
troublesome herbaceous plant that
is useless.”” Some have suggested
that, “farming might be called «
warfare against weeds”. A clip-
ping sent me récently from one of
the large Canadian daily news-
papers stated: “Weeds are estim-
ated to cost farmers in Canada
perhaps  $150,000,000. annually”.
The writer has been greatly inter-
ested in the control and eradica-
tion of weeds. The firgt farm job,
that was . paid for in- cash, .at
“Kirklawn”, the home farm, was
spudding burdocks, at so much per
hundred. During the summer of
1906 he accompanied the late Dr.
Willlam Lochhead in a series of
Farmers' Institute lectures, through-
out the Isjand. Later he assisted
Dr. Lochhead in preparing a bul-
letin on: “The Weeds of Prince
Edward’ Island”, by writing the
final chapter on: “Weeds and
Their Eradicatiog”. This bulletin
was also printed as part of the
Provincial Department of Agric-
ulture’s Report for the year 1906.

Concerning Weeds

The Canadian Seed Act of 1923
mentioned in its classification: 9
weeds as ‘“primary noxious” and
24 weeds as ‘“secondary noxious”,
and more than 200 additional weeds
as “other weeds” within the mean-
ing of the Act. This classification
was based largely on the ability
of the seeds to retain their vitality
when embedded in the soil. Seeds
of an oily nature, such as mus-
tards, are saild to retain their vit-
ality for an indefinite period. The
Canadian bulletin No. 137, New
Series, by the Department of Ag-
riculture, “Weeds and Weed Seeds”
states: “There is, however, a good
deal of evidence from careful ex-
periments to prove that such
weed seeds will not retain their
vitality longer than about 15 years"”.
This bulletin is well illustrated
‘and describes in detail more than
200 of our weeds.

On “The Island” Wild Mustard
and Wild Radish seed are known
to have grown, when brought to
the surface after being in the
ground over 20 years. The United

Benefits From Weeds

There are some good thipgs we
can say about weeds, They com-
pel the indifferent farmer, to cul-
tivate more than he otherwise
would to control them, and thus
increase his yields more than they
would have been. They are not al-

ways useless. In Grassing runways, ;

to carry off surplus water in the

spring and prevent gullying, cough |

grass, one our perennial hardy
weeds with creeping root-stocks is
recommended, in fact it is about
the best plant we know of, not
only for that job, but we have
used it on unimproved areas ad-
joining airports to keep soil from
drifting "into sand dunes on the
field with excellent success. Farm
land badly handled until crops are
too poor to be profitable are some-
times “turned out to rest”. Nat-
ure seeds it with weeds, some of
these may be soil builders, like
lupins, and after a few years rest
from bad management, the soil
will be more productive. We find
that certain weeds of the mustard
family are being grown for a val-
uable oil. We believe it is a ser-
ious mistake to let weeds grow,
but sometimes when the fight is
on, even weeds can be ploughed
under and used to provide humus
for the soil.

Losses Caused By Weeds

Weeds reduce farm crop yields
by robbing the soil of moisture and
plant food. They not only crowd
out and take the place of useful
plants but deprive crops from get-
ting the full benefit of the sun-
shine they must have to mature
large yields. These enemies in-

crease the cost of every farm op- |

eration — from ploughing to har-
vesting. With grain they not only
increase the cost of every opera-
tion from thrashing to marketing,
but the weed seeds reduce the
grade and lower the market value.
Some weeds harbour diseases that
are very injurious to crops; the
club-root of turnips and cabbage
as spread by the wild mustards.
Injurious insects multiply on weeds

and they attack farm crops. Pois-'
and :

onous weeds are dangerous
often fatal to stock and some age
quite injurious to man. Weeds are
conspicuous and often . unsightly
and depreciate the value of farm
land. Some weeds taint milk, and
reduce or destroy the value of dairy
produc]&&

Weed Control

It {s far more important to avoid
having weeds to kill, than to let
them get a start and then try to
eradicate them. The late Mr.
James E. Murphy of Augustire
example, he never allowed a nox-
Cove, P.E.I. was an outstanding
jous weed to get a start on his
large farm., Weeds that were ab-
undant in the neighbourhood were
never allowed to gain a foot-hold.
We do not know of any weed,
which cannot be eradicated, once
the nature of its growth is under-
stood, and its weaknesses are given
constant attention. Many troub-
lesome weeds can be controlled bv
preventing them from going to
seed on the farm. Others should be
prevented from ever reaching the
farm by using only pure, clean
seed.

It is true that some may come,
by seed being blown in or carried
in by water, birds or animals, and
vigilant, annual search is neces-
sary to stop these unwelcome vis-
itors. Tillage methods for the con-
trol of annual and biennial weeds
were mentioned in recent “Newsy
Notes”, another way of letting na-
ture help In the destruction of

plants like wild mustard, is to seed

Mink pelts produced in Quebec

province in 1949 brought $656,147,
according to the Quebec Bureau of
Statistics. Fox pelts produced dur-
ing the same period brought in
$133,724. Fox and mink popula-
tion on fur farms in 1949 was 9,293
foxes valued at $217,261 and 25,908
mink valued at $775,459.
i The McCarthy fur import quota |
which is approved by the senate
of the United States will put more
of a squeeze on Canada than Rus-
sia and communistic satelite coun-
tries shipping furs to the United
States market, it is claimed. An
official of the interior department
of wild life service said the pro-
posal to limit mink, muskrat and
silver fox imports to 25% of dom-
estic production in the previous
twelve months period would not
force any immediate cutbacks in
imports of silver fox or muskrat
furs or pelts in the twelve months
starting July 1st but imports of
mink furs and pelts would im-
mediately be limited by this am-
endment to the reciprocal trade
agreements extension bill if it be-
comes law. Interior department
and census bureau figures on mink
imports show that while domestic
ranch and wild mink production
in 1950 totalled about 2,650,000
pelts, imports from Canada, Jap-
an, Denmark and Russia in that
same year totalled approximately
1,600,000 furs and skins, very con-
siderably more than 25 per cent
of domestic production.

The domestic silver fox produc-
tion totalled about 54,000 pelts last
year while imports mainly from
Canada totalled between 7,000 and
9,000 — far below the 25 per cent
cut off point. There is consider-
able speculation as to whether the
above bill will make its way
through the House of Representa-
tives. We understand there is a
. lot of opposition to it. It it goes
{ into effect it will certainly hit our
! mink ranchers.

Little pleces are the higgest news
in fox furs for fall, according to
Irving Benson, New York spec-
ialists in silver, platina, Norweg-
ian blue and black fox. This house
believes in handling fox to look
as slim and slender as possible.
Stoles, for instance, are narrow
and tapered, or are shaped into
the waist for a slimmer silhou-
ette. Capes and cape-stoles are
small and shallow, running ahbout
15 inches at back and 10 to 12
inches at front so that they come
just below the waist.

Among the most interesting
small pieces here is the triplet
scarf of fox. This is one skin
handled to look like three separ-
ate skins, mounted with three
heads and three tails in a con-
tinuous scarf arrangement, An-
other highlight here is the separ-
ately lined tiered fox cape. This is
made in three horizontal tiers,
each tier loose and separately lined
to insure soft draping. This has
a tuxedo front closing with pock-
ets both outside and inside so it
can be easily wrapped and man-
ipulated. A longer version of the
fox cape is advanced as newer
than the jacket. This has loose
cape sleeves and a rounded stole-
like front, the ends of which are
pocketed. loping nt in
fur scarfs for fall is predicted at
this firm, based on the fact that
during the past year retail sales
of fur scarfs have registered gains.
