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Field Days Draw
Record Ai_!endance

Despite inclement weather, the
annual Field Day at Urbainville,
sponsored by the Division
of Illustration Stations, attracted
an jnteresting group of local far-
mers. Heavy rainfall rendered
conditions unsuitable for inspec-
tion of the various field eéxperie
ments established on Mr. Gal-
lan'ts farm, Work of a fact tind-
ing nature now actiye at the
Urbainwville Illustration Station
was reviewed, however, by the
Supervisor, W. N. Black and a
number of questions were raised
by those farmers in attendence.

Grateful appreciation is ex-
tended to the directors of the
Egmont Bay - Mont Carmel Ex-
hibition who placed their hall at
the disposal of the Experimental
Farm's service,

Miss Hazel Roland, Director,
Division of Nutrition, Provincial
Depertment of Health and Wel-
fare gave a very interesting ad-
dress to the ladies and gentle-
men in attendance. Farmers
were reminded of the extreme
care exercised in feeding the
various forms of- lvestock on
their  respective farms. The
speaker went on to stress that if
equal attention were directed to-
ward the daily menu for child-
ren, the standard of health would
be greatly improved.

Choosing as her topic “What's
New in Food”, Miss Roland sug-
gested that an assortment of vege-
tables should be included in one
or more of the daily meals for
the growing child. Whole wheat
bread and cereals, the speaker
emphasized, were very nourish=
ing foods which assist material-
ly in balancing the daily diet
for children. Good foods, the
speaker emphasized, aids in the
maintenance of good health, and
sweets between meals should be
reduc to a minimum, The
establishment of good home gar-
dens would assist materially in
providing well balanced diets for
chilkiren of school age.

Other Speakery

Dr. G. Fisher, director of Veter-
inary Services for Prince Edward
Island gave an outline of the
work of his Department and the
services which are now available
to farmers of the Province. Com-
mon diseases in livestock were
reviewed by the speaker who out.
lined measures and procedures
which should be adopted by the
individual- farmer in erder to
gain early control of various
forms of ipfection.

Mr. R. C. Parent, Superinten-
dent, Experimental Station, Char-
lottetown, spoke on “The Place of
Grass Silage "and Loose-Housing
of Cattle in Prince Edward Is-
land Agriculture.* The speaker
discussed various types of silos
and the methods adopted in the
ensiling of grasses and clovers.
Grasses and clovers, the speaker
stated, may be ensiled either in
the long or chopped up form and,
when stored in the upright silo
at the Upton farm., last year,
-served as & source of high qual-
ity feed for young cattle, When
ensiling this green material, the
importance of tramping well,
thereby excluding 3ll air, was of
prime importance if high quality
ensilage was to be obtained. The
loose-housing barn at the Upton
Experimental Station reduced la-
bor costs to a minimum as self-
feeding racks permitted the cat-
tle to eat their way right through
the hay mow, The cost of con-
strycting such a barn, Mr. Parent
explained, was small when com-
pared with the geperal type of
barn farmers are constructing
today. The framework of this
more modern barn consists of 24
creosoted poles which are buried
upright in the ground. The raft-
ers and regular framework of the
barn are built about these up-
rights, Large doors at the front and
end of the barn provide entrance
for larger tractors where a trac-
tor lift is wutilized in removing
the manyre which accumulates
durine winter montha,
