Take, for instance, Clifford B.
Caudill of Denver, Colorado. Last
week, in municipal court, the 3
vear-old Clifford argued on
gious grounds the law had no
authority to require his dog to take
a rabies vaccination.

“I'm not required,” he told
Judge William Conley, “to take a
rabies shot because of my religious
beliefs, and neither should my dog.”

Clifford also contended that
Denver's leash law imprope re-
stricted his dog’'s liberty and should
be abolished because dogs have the
same rights as humans.

It is a tribute to the fair-mind-
edness and tolerance of the jurist
that he listened patiently to Clif-
ford’s defence. On the other hand,
it may be that his patience can be
attributed to his curiosity in wish-
ing to see to what lengths Clifford
would go in addressing the court.

But Judge Conley did not ac-
cept the argument. He fined Clifford
$61.00 allowing him until August 5
to appeal.
