Oo the opposite side of the Harbour, a
large boa-fire threw a fitful glare upon the
water ; while to the Southwest a line of
fires, along the margin of the water, was
seen extending from Canso Point, in front
of Warren farm, in the direction of the
block house, for a considerable distance.
To whom we are indebted for this exhib-
ition, we have yet to learn.

Aboat ten o,clock, there was a display of
fire-works on Queen’s Square,and we need
not say, that the exhibition was unmerous-
ly auwd respectably attended. Severa]
beantiful rockets and other fireworks were
also let off from the barrack square, the
zate to which seemed to have beer sudden-
y couverted into the entrance to a grotto ;
while through the foliage might be discern-
ed the grim muzzle of & field piece which
made itself heard pretty audibly, at inter—
vals, of five minutes during the night.
