Dans une intéressante letire
a son ami particulier, M. Je curé
d’Alberton, M. Howlan, entre
autres choses, parle ainsi de sa
visite :

“I have just returned from Chicago
where we have been spending the past
three weeks very pleasantly with Mr.
Richard O'Neil......We had invita-
tions to all the public festivities and
enjoyed seats on the platform a few
feet from where President McKinley
spoke and laid the corner-stone of
the great Federal - Building, at which
ceremony, ten millions of people were
present. It was the greatest demons-
tration I ever witnessed. The Army
and Navy parade, next day, was al-
so something.wonderful. It was four
hours passing the Grand Stand. 1 noti-
ced the green flag of Erin everywhere.
Our friend, Mr. O'Neill, was dressed
in black suit and beaver, and as he is
very like President McKinley, the
people often took him for the presi-
dent and cheered him wherever he
went. He claimed MzKinley as ¢his

it immensely.

I had the good fortune to be pre-
sent at the jubilee service (50th year)
of the Cathedral. When it was built
Chicago had only 6,000 Catholics. It
has, to-day, nearly one milion, 420
churches and 628 liricsts.

In the morning the Rt. Rev. Bishop
Spalding of Feora preached for an
hour and a half the best germon I
ever iistened to : indeed it made one
thank God he was a Catholic. He is a
man of majestic presence, fine voice
superb diction, scholarly. and histo-
rical. He gave a résumé of what
micht be styled a new and more won-
derful edition of the «Monks of the
West.” At the close there was a vain
attempt at applause which was promp-
tly drewned by the peals of the im-
mense organ and the music of the
great choir. It is still pealing through
my brain and will be remembered as
long as I live. In the evening we had
Bishup McQuaid, of Rochester, in
another great discourse on the ¢Uni-
ty of the Church”. He spoke of the
Catholies of the United States and the
great part they were called upon to
perform in the country of their adop-
tion. His was a very practical sermon
indeed. Archibishop Ireland whom I
did not hear but read his discourse in
the press, pn'a(‘hed a powerfully elo-
quent sermon on the “Duty of a citi-
zen of the United States” during the
festivities. It was spoken of as a dis-
tinet contribution to the sacred elo-
quence of the Church in America.

I sent him a note by a messenger,
next day, requesting an interview for
| myself and Mr. O'Neill and he returned
| answer that he would see us at once
'n: his rooms in the Great Northern
Hotel where he always stops in Chi-
cago. We went rigcht over and he re-
ceived us most graciously. He said he
was delighted to meet me, having
heard of me often. I told him that you
were my P. P. and he was much
| pleased indeed and said many kind
things of you. He laughed heartily
when I told him I thought he was
still ‘‘carrying powder.”

It appears that during the war of
1862 he went to the front as chaplain
{of one of the Minnesota regimonts

|
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and in the hottest of the battle in
which they were engaged the soldiers
ran short of powder whea their gal-
lant chaplain doffed his clerical attire

to the troop. After the battle was over
he was found all begrimed with pow-
der. At mention of the incident he
langhed heartly. He reminded me of
my old friend Dan Cronan of Halifax.
He said he did not know His Lordshis
Bishop McDonald, Lut was acquainte
with Arehbishop O'Brien. .
There are several young men from
Naid Pond. etc, in Chicage, some of
whom I met, amongst other my own
old book-keeper. Ben Richard and bis
son Charlie. :
I had a good chance to look at the
Chicago tunnels and also the one from
Barnia to Port Huron. . st
When we left for Chicago we inten-
ded to have gone right through to Ca-
lifornia for the winter, but some bu-
siness called us back here and here
we will remain now till parliament
meets when we will go to Ottawa, re-
turning home in the spring:> Lam in
first rate health.
