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RUSSIA'S  CZAROWITZ,

| ANHEIR TO A THRONE WHO OCCU-

PIES A PECULIAR POSITION.

| The Young Man, Though Weak in Some |

Respects, is Inclined to Liberallsm—The

Widest Breach Between 1lim and Ills

Father—His Predilections

The widest breach between the Russian
Czarowitz and his father is on the Jewish
question. The young man does not believe
in persecuting the Jews or in dr.ving them
from Russia. There are other points of
difference between the opinions of the Czar
and those of his son, but these are the
main ones, and to a man of the Czar's
fierce temper, which will not brook oppos:
tion, they are sufficient to cause him to
look upou hisson as a wilful, f{ractious
boy, uot fit to rule sny people.

That Grand Duke Nicholas would be alle |
to put his advanced ideas into forceshonld |

he come into power to-morrow, there is
small reason to believe. He has absorbed
some liberal ideas from his tutors,
is uot inany way a forceful or a strong
young man, He is not resourceful, Las no
special talent for affairs, and wonld be a
weak figure in the haunds of the stronz body
of strategists who now surround Alexander
I{I. and largely shape his reactionary
policy.

Take it all in all, the young heir to the

Ruseian throne occupies a pecu.iar posi- |

tion. The heir of his father, he is yeot dis
trusted by him
best of tiies a very amiable man, save to
ward his wife. Latterly he has been n
victim of insomnia, and then there come

| repcrts that the hereditary taint of insan-

ity, which has shown iteelf in the Roman
offs, has marked him in an open manner
Under these circumstances his conduet to
ward his son, in whom he places little
faith, may be highly important in its re
sults

Those who have come into contact with
the Czarowitz—and they are not numeron-

—all concur in the opinion that, while not |
over brizht, ke is fairly intelligent end |

very amiable.

This latter quality bas made Lhim popu
lar with all parties in the Ruesian court,
even including those who look upon him
as a very weak figure indeed to support
the weight of the Russian ecrown—as he
may sowme day. He has a certain grace
and fact that come to him from his clever
Danish mother and not from his cioss
grained father. He is more of a scholar
than most of the Russian men of rank are,
but is both modest and simple of manner
Tators, whom he has haa from time to
time, have reported of him that the ami
ability he shows in public is not assumed

In the schoolroom he was the seme. He

| always met his tators half way in the

efforts to improve him. He was neve
churlish, nor did he display avy of the
‘*spoiled child” qualities that might have
been looked for in a young mau of hLi

position. Not especiully qusix to Jea'n
he was willing and patient. 1t was froun

one of these tutors that the Grand Duke
imbibed the ideas which made him Germa
rather than French in his ta-les ands;m
pathies, contrary to what wo d have bew
the wisnes of his father, hal the latte:
known anything of the 1aatter

Still, the young man is fairly well versed
in French literature as well as German,
and, unlike his father, he is an admirer ot
Tolstoi and of the younger writers of the
modern Russian period who are pushing to
the front. He is said to care little for
heavy reading of a political or historica
character. He has a taste for poetry and
fiction, and in this again he is like his
mother, for Alexander 1II. has no liking
for that sort of reading, or indeed for any
other

Newspaper literature is served on him
sparingly. The Czar's prees censors are a
zealous lot, and mast do something to earn
their wages. When they come across an
English newspaper, for instance, of an
outspoken churacter they give it aqueer

| overbauling before it goes to the future

Czar.  The result is that he knows only in
a fragmentary way of a good deal that is
going on 1n the world ontside his tatner’s
palace.

I1f he conld follow his own bent he would
undonbtedly go about freely aund learn
something of the people whom he may be
called upon to govern. But the fear that
the anarchists will insist on taking shots at
him with dynamite bombs prevents his
Jdoing any genteel slumming in St. Peters-
burg or Moscow

There is one thingto besaid of the young
man that cannot be said of other kunigzhts
of his age. His life has been clean. !lis
name ie unsmirched by seandal. He ‘s
lived guietly with his books and studies.
His habitehave been and are of the sim 2. st
He is tenderly attached to his motnes and
if his affection for his rough bear of a
father is less strong, he has at least given
him respect and obedience while diesgree
ing with him on many points. He rea iy
wishes to improve the condition of the
paople of Russia and on no narrow lines.
He is no apostle of war or bloodsted and
no persecutor of race or religion.

Such a young man, with even moderate
brains, might rule sensibly.

These popular estavlishments are de-
scribed by George S. Layard in the Nine
A publie kitehen for the
working classes was inaugurated in 1866
Morgenstein
She has established many of these kit-hens,
each one having a public dining room,
comfortably warmed and furnished, and
the daily papers. Each

400 people with daily meals, is managed
by a local committee, the whole scheme
being under the control of a central coun

{ eil. Al the paid cooks areon the pre

mis+s by 6 in the morning, and the <vege-
tables and meat have been brought in be-
fore them. Waste of any kind is strictly
forbidden. A subscription of $3, 250 was
sufficient to start this scheme; the reserve
fund set aside for providing new kitchens
increases every year, while the council pays
fair wages and is able to pension off its old
servants. For a sum varying from three
to six cents the Berlin workman can obtain
a satisfactory meal at any of these restaur-
ants, A dinner for four cents aliows a
basin of thick, substantial German soup,
a plate of vegetables, and a plate of pudd
ing, and a roll of bread in addition costs a
little over one-fourkh of & eent.
