After the lunch Le
presented a gold champagne cup to Ad-
mira! Avelan and a silver cham e cup
to every other Russian officer. The pre-
sentation speeches were effusive, but they
evoked no eorresponding responze from
the Russians. Until evening the demon-
stration was remarkable for the absence
of drunken men. After dark, however,
wine was given out in enormous quautities.
Staggering sailors were to be seen every-
where, and the popular manifestations of
enthusiasin degenerated in maudlin em-
braces and drunken howling.”

Czar and President, serf and citizen,
seemw to bhe in the same boat. The
suspicions of the enemies of France and
Russia will probably be increased as a
result of the demonstration.
