The chief reason for the improve-
ment is that he is a much better
bidder now than he used to be.
And the reason he bids better is
largely traceable to his use of the
point count, a gadget not in popu-
lar use some years back

The point count tends to pre-
vent certain errors of judgment
in evaluating a hand which Joe
Doakes might otherwise commit.
Having learned how many points
are necessary to make a game,
how many points his partner’s
bids repreésent, and how many

Peculiarly enough, the benefits
of point count can be transferred
in some hands to the play of the
cards. East made a fine defen-
sive play in the hand shown
which succeeded in upsetting the
three notrump contract, and -his
knowledge of point count was the
basis for the play.
When dummy came down it
was apparent to East that his
partner must have a worthless
hand. North had 14 points, East
was looking at 13, and the odds
were great that declarer had the
remaining 13. /

South won the club lead in his
own hand and fired back a spade,
playing the ten from dummy.
East made the brilliant play of
winning with the ace instead of
the queen. He returned the king
of hearts and continued with the
queen, declarer ducking both. A
third heart forced the ace and
established East’s remaining
hearts.

Declarer, convinced that West
had the queen of spades because
of the earlier spade play, led an-
other spade to dummy’s jack,
fully expecting this would pro-
duce the ninth trick. East pro-
duced the surprise spade queen,
cashed two good hearts, and set
the contract two tricks.

If East had taken the first
spade lead with the queen South
might easily have shifted his at-
tention to diamonds, finessed the
jack, and picked up four dia-

mond tricks to make the contract.
