i and ini gathered
from the three Counties by Farm
Forum show that the farmer and

his wife are anxious to widen
their outlook on practical farm-
ing, community living, and in

general, associate themselves with
the cultural activities in the pro-
vince.

Farm Forum divided its study
into three topics—Opportunites
for Cultural Activities—Education-
al Outlets for Adults—and Folk
Schools for Farm People. Ques-
tions and material for iscuss-
ion were sent the members, near-
ly 400 strong, and they carefully
recorded their answers and re-
turned them to the local office.

i Culture and the Community

What did they think about it?
The majority of P. E. IL's rural
citizens felt they contributed to
provincial cultural life by “Do-
ing any job thoroughly”, wrote
Morell Rear Farm Forum. “This
should be considered artistic and
would be an outlet for talent,
such as using taste in improving
buildings, making hay stacks, fen-
cing, or in general, keeping every-
thing snugged wup around the
home and farm.”

Fairview Forum added a few
more suggestions saying, “Beauti-
fication of homes inside and out;
handicrafts and the improvement
of livestock and finishing these
herds for exhibition.”

Many admitted though, that
they wished for choral clubs, dra-
matic socleties, and debates to
flourish in their own districts but
lacked leadership, music teachers
and community halls.

Lower Freetown Forum felt
that, “A farmer should have a
hobby if it does not interfere with
his general efficiency.” They re-
commended practical hobbies

tatoes, pure bred stock and oats.
They concluded that the National
Film Board would have to help
them out by sending out educa-
tional films to.  direct them in
their preferred hobby.

Folk Schools

P, E, I. farmers were asked "If
you had your choice, what kind
of short courses or community
schools for adults would you like
to have in your community?

Fifty per cent wanted courses
in_ repairing farm machinery and
agriculture, After they felt satis-
fied that their farra was in good
working order, they would like
to take courses in leadership and
public speaking, and hobbiecrafts,
manual  training, Their. wives
wanted sewing and instruction in
leatherwork.

Asked if they thought a Folk
School would benefit their com-
munity many answered as Mal-
peque did. “Very definitely,
yves” It would create a much
greater interest in the commun-
ity and be a help to keep young
people on the farm. We would
suggest a sort of night school to
be held once a week in which two
or three communities could get
together and have outside talent
come in and give talks and show
films on different phases of farm-

ing.
This 'series of discussions has
already developed community

projects. Urbanville is sending a
young man from their district to
take a short course. Malpeque is
thinking about buying a film pro-
jector, and many are organizing
concerts and plays to put into
practice their new outlook on
community living.

The proposed grades
would be called A 1 and A 2 with
each class being divided into size-
able light and heavy, with %
weight range extending from 125
to 175 pounds. The B Grade
would take in hogs from 125 to
185 pounds with length of side
and thickness®of shoulder and
loin fat being the determining
factor.
