monument to a humble teaching
brother who forsook his father's
prosperous wholesale business to
gain world renown as a botanist.

The premier unfurled the blue-
and-white fluer-de-lys flag of Que-
bec from a six-foot bronze statue
of Brother Marie-Victorin, founder
of the University of Montreal's
botanical institute and the bast,
east-end botanical garden, where
Saturday's ceremony took place.

Mr. Duplessis told a crowd of
some 600 persons, including lead-
ing religious and civil authorities,
that all Canada and particularly
Quebec province should be grateful
to Brother Marie-Victorin for his
