And Russia is always
a popular {.ugh\‘ar, But in the event of a
war between Russia and France against
the rest of the world, would the Muscovite
be apt to have “hordes” to spare to under-
take the invasion of a colony of little strat-
egic value in another hemisphere? It
would be infinitely more foolish to send an
army to Canada than it was for “Napoleon
to march on Moscow.

If, however, Britain should join the
curious alhance of the Republic and the
Autocracy, then surely any notion that
Canada might be invaded is clearly the
wildest dream. With the fleets of Britain
and France unitedly gunarding the high-
ways of the Atlantie, how could either of
the three inland powers contrive to land
the smallest detachment on the shores of
the Dominion?  And why, indeed, should
they desire to do =0, even if the feat were
possible? Any great European war must
be fought out on Enropean eoil, and
trouble in either Egypt or India would |
draw the armies of the contending powers
to the centre of the cyelone. The one dan-
ger that can threaten Canada with the
calamity of being made the seat of war is
a quarrel to the blood between Britain and
the United States. The sole possible
enemy of the empire that could think to
gain a point by invading this country is
the one that lies at our shoulder. This is
a peril that it will not serve patriotism to
minimise; but how is it to be got rid of,
except by rendering it objectionless by
lowering our flag before the gun of the
pirate is fired across our bows? Would
we be any the less likely to find ourselves
in conflict with the United States if we
were independent? The teaching of ex-
perience does not point to an affirmative
answer to this question. We are told that
Britain and the United States have been
within a measurable distance of war lately:
but what wae the dispute? “An Old
World quarrel !” that Britain might have
dragged us into? Nothing of the kind; but
on the contrary, a quarrel over the rights
of Canadian sealers that we did drag Eng-
land into—and to our profit. .

It may be urged with sinister truth that
there would have been no near approach
to war over this question if Canada had
been making her own way alonc in the
world. Five millions of people are not
likely to frighten sixty-five into submitting
their contradictory claims to a court of
arbitration. The Americans would sim-
ply have seized our sealers and asked us
what we were going to do about it. No
one imagines that they agreed to arbitra-
tion because they thought there might be
justice on our side of the dispute and were
| desirous of having it see the light. They
consented to go before the court very re-
luctantly with their case becanse they
faced an unyielding choice between arbi-
| tration and war. Their unprecedented
conduct in deserting their own case when
it came before the arbitrators throws into
bold relief the reasons why they drealed

crop has been much heavier than it has
been on fall or spring ploughing, demon-
strating the importance of this method of
thorough ]rr\-l.urut]nn for the crop.
Threshing 4s in progress at the Exper:
mental farm at Brandon,and thus far with
the following results: Wheat, 20 to 27
bushels per acre; barley, 42 to 62 bushels;
aats, 66 to 80 bushels, The average crops
of the district will fall considerably short
of those realized on the Experimental
farm, mainly from the reason that the
land has not been #0 thoroughly prepared.
Qats, especially, are commonly sown on
the poorest Jand, poorly prepared and put
in late.

Throughout the Northwest territories
the crop will average a higher return, In
gome districts it & most excellent both in
quality and quantity. This is part.cularly
the case in the Indian Head district, where
the experimental farm is located north oi

the railway line. The crops are very
heavy. Threshing was progressing, but
ouly thres mers in this district were

far enongh advanced to report results. Two
of these had 40 bushels and ore 32 bush-
els to the acre. The averagze vyield of
wheat for this district, will probably be
fully 25 bushels. Some estimate it as
high as 30. The general treatment of the
wheat usced as seed  with bluestoue has re-
sulted most beneficially and has almost
eradicated ¢ smut’ which last year reduced
the value of wheat 20 much.  The crop
will also Le free from frostg this season.
Only two varieties of wheat had been
tareshed on the Experimental Farm at
wndian Haad.  One of there gave 30 bush-
els, the other 31. Eight varieties of oats
varied from 60 to 82 bushels, and six of
barley from 37 to 58 bushels per acre. In
the Edmontonton district the crops looked
remarka' ly well,  The harvest was n
progress during the time of Prof. Saun-

ders’ visit,and the heads of grain were
well filled and remarkably plump. The

arca under crop there iz quite limited, but
the yield will be heavy. A large number
of settlers have gone into that ‘promising
territory during the past season.
