The Russian government
has published a report from General Mou-
raviefl' relative to this affair, the substance
of which is that, without impugning the
above version, credit is taken for the cap-
ture of fourteen Turkish banners. It also
states,—but this must not be relied on im-
plicitly,—that Kars has been again invest-
ed. A detailed, and apparently a truthful
sketch of this engagement, from a Russian
source, appears in a letter from Trebizond,
in which the desperate nature of the assault
is duly set forth. We learn from this ac-
count that the Russians had, at one time,
taken two batteries, but before they could
be spiked, the Turks rushed at the enemy
with such fury, that the Russians, taken by
surprise, fled, and were pursued beyond the
fortress by lI|e Turks, and there massacred
in great numbers. Itis also stated, that al-
though the Russians carried off glenl num-
bers of their own slain, they left more than
4000 dead beneath the walls of the fortress.
