The flight of geese showed a heavy
increase over last year but it was
the black ducks that really went
to town. In some sections it was
impossible to make anything like
an accurate count after the flight
of northern red-legs was over. The
big northerns sure piled in after
early November. The kill on black
ducks did not keep pace with the
increase this fall as the bulk of our
waterfowlers concentrated on the
geese.

I found myself wondering why
stubble shooting for geese received
such an uplift on Thursday, Friday
and Saturday of last week. On
Thursday morning in particular
long skeins of geese could be spot-
ted moving inland ta the stubble
fields from all points of the com-
pass. From what I have been able
to gather large masses of slush,
generally referred to by goose
hunters as ‘lully’, drifted over the
eel and goose grass heds and pre-
vented the birds from feeding. It
seemed as if the big honkers sud-
denly decided they might as well
run the risk of being shot as starve
to death.
