OTTAWA, (CP)— The National
Council of Women of Canada, rep-
resenting 605,000 women across the
country, presented the cabinet Fri-
day with a “strong  protest” over
the proposed increased postal rates.

A five-woman delegation, pre-
senting their annual brdef to the,
government, sald the newly pre-
pared rates were exorbitant “and
out of line with the reasons given”
for the increase. The regular rates

are to be increased by one cent
next April 1.
Their objeotions were presented

to Prime Minister St. Laurent and
six other members of the oabinet,
including Finance Minister Ab-

Asked what Mr. Abbott’s reaction
was to a suggestion the dele-
gation made that the postal rates
issue be debated in the Commons,
a spokesman quoted the finance
minister as saying: “Undoubtedly
it will be debated—loud and long.”

OTTAWA, (OP) — Members of
the Commons expressed concern
Friday over the United States de-
cision to cut export prices of sur-
plus wheat not tied by internat-
ional agreement, despite assurances
by Trade Minister Howe that the

move will not break Canadian
wheat prices.
Walter Tucker (L—Rosthern)

suggested Parliament should make
it plain to the U. S. that Canada
expects “that nothing is done by
governmental agencies to break
the prices of our product.” It
should be made clear to the U. S.
government that economic co-op-
eration was the foundation for pre-
serving strength and unity against
the Soviet threat.

The wheat debate was initiated
by M. J. Coldwell, CCF leader,
who described the American de-
cision as a threatening  “trade
crisis,” developing out of possibly
“disastrous  competition” by the
U. S. government.

Mr, Coldwell said it seems ev-
ident that the American govern-
ment has decided to destroy the
International Wheat Agreement
and to monopoliae the overseas
wheat market.

He charged that by subsidizing
exports of non-IWA wheat, the U.
S. has broken the letter and spirit
of the General Agreement on Tar-
iffs and Trade, world tariff-reduc-
ing pact.

Seek Redress

He urged that Canada call for
an immediate session of the newly-
formed Canada-U. 8. joint econ-
omic and trade committee to seek
“redress” of the unilaterial Amer-
ican’ action.

Mr. Coldwell’s anxiety stemmed
from a Washington announcement
earlier this week in which the U.
S. sald it has decided to subsidize
a “limited” quantity of govern-
ment-held wheat for export to non-
IWA prices.
