The Seftlement in  Russia.

Grand Duke Michael to Succeed After
the Czarewitch.

Grand Duke Goorge Renounces His

Right.

Loxwpox, Oct. 25

A representative in Livadia of the Brit-
ish Medical Journal telegraphs that the
Czar’s legs were punctured yesterday, and
that the edema by this means was reduc-
ed. Preparations are now being made to
perform thoracentas, with a view to reliev-
ing distress in breathing by restoring the
action of the heart. Inhalations of oxygen
temporarily fortified the heart, but his
malady shows no real improvement.

St. PeTerssurre, Oct. 25

An imperial decree has been iicued
which declares the Granl Duke Michael,
third son of the Czar, heir apparent to the
throne, after the accession of Grand Duke
Nicholas, the present heir apparent to the
throne. The Grand Duke George, the
Czar’s second son, in consequence of the
sad condition of his health, has renounced
his right of succession.

The Bicycle Record.

Burravro, Oct. 25,
John 8. Johnson rode a mile on a
bieycle yesterday in the unparalleled time
of 1.30 2-5, almost 14 seconds faster than
any single rider ever covered the distance
in the world and six seconds faster than
