Cutter Ends
500-Mile Tow

HALIFAX (CP) —The U.S, Coast
Guard Cutter castle Rock ended
an eventful 500 - mile ocean tow
Friday when it arrived here with
the Disabled Swedish freighter
Sunannvik.

The cutter was dispatched from
Argentia, Nfld., Tuesday to aid the
368-foot freighter whose main. en-
gines broke down while en route
to Wilmington, Del., from St. Law-
rence, Nfld., with a load of flour-
spar. A tow line was put aboard
the crippled ship Wednesday about
500 miles southeast of Halifax,

The line was dropped Thursday
when the Castle Rock made a
forced dash toward Halifax with
a seriously ill seaman, James F.
Reed, 20, of Paragon, Ind. A naval
helicopter met the cutter 30 miles
beyond the harbor mouth and
raced Reed to a naval hospital
where he underwent a successful
appendectomy.

The cutter then turned back,
picked up the 1,999-ton Sunnanvik
90 miles off Halifax and completed
the tow. The merchantman will
