fture of approximately a billlon
dollars in U.N. Reconstruction Ag-
ency activities in Korea during the
next five years. Canada, which

dollars annually, has been very
prompt in meeting her full obliga-
tions. The organization, which is
headed by Sir Arthur Rucker, is
representative of all the leading
countries of the United Nations,
and its activities are widely diver-
sified, Mr, Jenkins’ dutles were
those of & planning officer in con-
nection with agricultural rehabil-
tation.

“While money for this work is
needed, it is even more important
that it be spent wisely,” Mr. Jen-
kins emphasized. “It is not so much
the dollars that count, as the ideas
and personnel. We must try to av-
old the pitfall of dealing with the
problem merely in terms of com-
bating Communism. On that level
we would be open to criticism for
doing the very things the Commun-
ists have done for ulterior motives.
We must convince the Korean peo-
ple, and through them other na-
tions as well, that we are motivat-
ed by sincere desire to raise their
living standards and improve their
conditions genera.y.

“In Korea, where over 50 percent
of the people are illiterate, this
means educational planning on a
big scale before we can hope for
any worthwhile functioning of de-
mocracy. This is an cssential fac-
tor in the reconstruction problem,
stemming from the impoverishment
of a people who have been the vic-
tims of war and aggression over a
long period of years, and in whose
fate we ourselves are involved in
the larger issues confronting our
civilization today.”

Population Problem

The Korean problem is accentu-
ated by the rizing birthrite of the
country. It 1s estimated that the
population, now 22,000,000, will have
increased to 25,000,000 in the next
five years, with agriculture still in
a primitive stage and dependent
for the ost part on imports of
machinery, fertilizer and other re-
quirements which could be produc-
ed locally.

In this connection Mr. Jenkins
emphasized the great "eed of in-
dustrialization, not for the purpose
of competing with other nations,
but of placing Korean farmers on a
reasonable basis of self-sufficiency.

Two other United Natlons civil-
fan agencies are functioning in
Korea, the others being the U.N.
Civil Assistance Command, which
works in close cooperation with the
United States armed foroes, and the
UN. Commission for Unification
and Rehabllitation of Korea. The
latter is essentially a political org-
anization to supervise elections, etc.
It is the senior civillan organiza-
tion but is now dropping into the
background.

Mr, Jenkins left Korea three
weeks ago, and 18 now returning to
complete his studies for an M. A.
degree In economic history at the
University of London. When he left
the University a year ago last Oct-
ober, hopes were entertained of an
early termination of the Korean
war and he expected the armistice
to have been prociaimed before he
reached the country. While these
hopes have been disappoirted, the
fact that peace negotiations are
continuing is of vital importance
and Mr. Jenkins was optimistic,
from what he had seen and heard,
as to the final outcome. Military
success, however, can afford no
permanent solution until the re-
construction problem has been solv-
ed; and here there is less reason
for optimism, and a greater need
for an awakening of public opinion
and public conscience on the part
ot the democratic powers. .

Queen Returns To
London _T_oday

LONDON, Oct. 13 — (CP) — The
Queen returns to London tomorrow
after a nine-week ‘“holiday” in
Scotland. .

Accompanied by Prince Oharles
and Princess Anne, she will travel
from Balmoral overnight to pre-
pare for a series of public engage-
ments, including the state opening
in November of & new session of
Parliament.

The Duke of Edinburgh will re-
main in Scotland, returning to
London later by air. One of his
public duties whl be to attend the
opening of a hydro-electric scheme
in Irtverness-Shire.

Famous Maori
Princess Dies

WELLINGTON, N.Z, Oct. 18 —
(Reuters) — The death of Princess |
Tepuea Herangl, 68-year-woman
credited with saving the Maorl race
from extinction, Wwas announced
today.

Tepuea, grand-daughter of the
second Maori King Tawhiao, spent
her life organizing the race and

leading it out of the depression
and hopelessness which hit 1t after |
the Maori wars of 1856-70. !

Defeated by the white man and |
robbed of vast areas of fertile land
under the government confiscation
act of 1858, the once-proud race of |
more than 100,000 had by 1901 |
dwindled to 40,000.

Detying orthodox leaders of the
Maori tribes, the young Christian
princess urged unity and preserva-
tion of Maori culture while, at the |
same time, adopting modern ideas.

She taught the tribes to co-oper-
ate in government land-develop-
ment schemes, to work amicably
with the white man and rally
around her Maori king movement.

Britain recognized “her outstand-
fng contribution to the welfare of
the Maori people” in 1937 by mak-
ing her a Companion of the - British
Empire, !

Today the Maoris are flourishing.
Five-sixths of the race now Is
Christian, though they still- retain
old ritualistic customs and habits.
In 1951 there were 113,841 Maoris in
New Zealand. .

Two Maoris are appointed to the
Legislative Council and four sit as
meémbers of the House of Repre-
sentatives, The franchise covers all
adult Maoris and they are taking
their place alongside white men in
factories, offices and the profes-
slons,
