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Ammendment (ERA). A month
later her husband of 17 years
asked for a divorce. the mother
of four wrote about these expe-
riences in 1981 in a book called
From Housewife to Heretic.

Since then Johnson has also
become something of a heretic
in the women’s movement. In
1984, while the National Orga-
nization for Women (NOW) en-
dorsed Mondale, she ran for Pres-
ident of the United States as can-
didate for the Citizens Party. As
Johnson tells it, she just laughed
when she was first approached to
run, then suddenly the shocking
realization came over her — “but
look who IS President!” She has
a moving chapter in her second
book, “Going Out of Qur Minds:
The Metaphysics of Liberation,
about her experience of running

for president. In it she encour-
ages every reader to think about
her values and beliefs and to out-
line her priorities energizing com-
mon sense is a real tonic for those
of us who always assume we don’t
have what it takes to be a leader,
whether in out communities or
in politics. Of course her com-
ments about the American polit-
ical scene easily translate to ours.

Johnson locates the cause of
the many failures and minute suc-
cesses of the U.S. women’s move-
ment in the last place you’d ex-
pect to look: the patriarchal atti-

tudes of the women who are the
movement’s participants.

“This is heresy with the ring
of truth”, writes reviewer Cyn-
thia Yockey in the San Fran-
cisco Chronicle. Johnson says
that women who pour their en-
ergy into changing the patriarchal
system in ‘approved’ ways are
like co-alcoholics who maintain a
partner’s alcoholism by trying to
control the partner and fixing up
his or her mistakes, instead of just
getting on with their lives.”

Yockey goes on to say “John-
son proposes an answer that is as
incrired and elegant for changing
the world as was the invention
of the lever: Women can trans-
form the system by transcending
it in their feelings and attitudes
about themselves. Furthermore,
she gives specific, practical tech-
niques for doing this.

Another reviewer states that
“The very hopefulness of So-
nia Johnson’s metaphysical es-
says puts a burden on us that
seems too much to bear. Af-
ter all, cynicism, despair, and
very modest dreams are more
palatable than the idea that our
visions for a brave new world
will find the path for the whole
planet. Maybe it’s just too hard
to do things differently.”
