"The manufacture of artificial coffee beans
has, it seems reached a stage of such im-
portance in the United States as to cmnpe.)l
the attention of the revenue officers. This
is no new movement, indeed. It is now
more than thirty years since the late Dr.
Lindley, the bobanist, presented to the
director of Kew gardens, London, a selec-
tion of carefully modelied artificial beaps,
intended for mixing with the genuine
article. They were made of finely pow-
dered chicory, and were an excellent imita-
tion. The ordinary American artiticial
artificial bean is, however, composed of rye
flour, glucose and water, and is ppepaml to
resemble in size and color a fairly good
sample of roasted coffec beans. When
mixed with the genuine beans, these imnita-
tlons acquire the aroma of coffee. It has
been computed that twenty per cent. of the
beans sold in the United States are artl-
ficial. The spurious beans cau be mide at
a cost of $30 per 1000 pounds, which mixed
with 50 pounds of pure coffee finds a ready
aale. Coffee substitutes are also sold «pen-
ly like butter substitutes —one firm making
10,000 pounds a week.
