Growth In Past Five Years

EDMONTON (CP)—The fantas-

tic growth of Edmonton has left
the city with *‘precious little” wn.
developed property in its 43-square-
mile area, says town planner Noel
Dant.

The developed or built-up area
of the city has doubled since he
came here five years ago, he said
in an interview.

Mr. Dant and his department
have had problems of “phenomenal
proportions’” in drawing up plans

DESIGNED AREAS

Each neighborhood unit is a dis-
trict centred around a school. Each
has its own little shopping centre,
and a larger shopping area is lo-
cated within easy access of groups
of four or five units.
