The'
engagement here referred to, was fought on Sa- |
tarday last; and’ while we are withoutany
direct advices from the Allied commanders in
the Crimea, the event shows that the Allies'are
not re| ng on their laurels, but are manfully
and zealously following up recent advantages
with a view to ulterior results. The possession
of Eupatoria is all-important, for it menaces
the  communications of the enemy with the
source from which he draws his supplies, and
is & most important operation as regirds the
future of the war. The probability is, that the
30,000 men referred t in the Russi
despateh is only the pioneer of another and a
larger corps. M. Kossuth, speculating in a
Sunday paper on the chances of this movement,
inclines to the belief, that Gortschakoff will not
rotreat ‘unless the Allied Generals have thrown |
upon Eupdtoria a force at least equal,'if not
superior, to the muin force of the enemy, and |
are bidding fair to do what Napoleon did with
the Austrians at Ulm, where General Mack,
cut off from his basis (Vienna), surrendered
with 40,000 men, with the exception of a Hun-
arian regiment of [lussars, which, under its
rave colonel, old Ilertelendy, cut its way,
sword in hand, across the wholo army of Napo-
leon. There is another pos ty yet to force
Gortschakoff to evacaate in all baste the Crim-
ea. It is a coup de main'on Odessa,—not a
bombardment, buta landing. A yéar ago, it
would bave boen an_ensy job, and ‘the Crimea.
would have fallen like w ripe apple, into your
hand. The want of cavalry being an impedi
ment, to remove which, some weeks wil
quired, it may yot cost more to eject the Rus
sians from the peninsula,than it cost Dolgorouki
to conquer it in 1771.
