Doctor Muttart was by aecclaim chosen and
kindly consented to act as Chairman of the Meet-
g, The learned gentleman opened the proceed-
ings in a short and pertinent speech, after which
the Hon. Joseph Hensley was called for by the
electors, and responded to their call in a terse
and lucid address, during the delivery of which
he gave a satistactory account of himsclf as their
late Representative.  He briefly reviewed the
Award of the Royal C % and dilated
upon ity result.  The bhon. gentleman touched up-
on the Land Question generally, and other vital
subjects connected with the prosperity and happi-
ness of the Colony. Mr. Hensley was listened to
with marked attention, and had the approval of
the meeting.

William Cooper, Exq., next came forward and

received a respectful bearing, as for a while he
expatiated ou the land tenure and Award, and
expressed a hope and belief that the British Go-
vernment would yet fall in with his views of
Excheat.
* Jobn McTutosh, Esq., followed, concurring in
the sentiments and cherighing the hope of Excheat,
as expressed by Mr. Cooper.  Mr. Melutosh con-
cluded by naming Mr. Cooper for the District.

The Hon. Donald Beaton next addressed the
weeting, and spoke with vigor and poiut upon the
political questions agitating the Island, and re-
ecived the plaudits of the assemblage.

After Mr. Beaton retired the Hon. Emanuel
McEachern took a place npon the stand, and an-
nounced himself as a candidate for the suffrages
of the First Districtof King's Connty. e stated
Lis eonservative principles and adb to the
Government; he, however, would pin himself to
no man in Legislative eapacity. He thought as
no attack had been made upon the Government
by preceding speakers, that their acts wmust be
’Iwyond censure.  He waw there, we understond
| him, to answer any question which wmight be pat
to him. Whereupon one was proposed relating
to the Small Debt Court, but this question be ac-
knowledged Lis inability to answer.  An elector
on the Government side inquired of Mr. MeEach-
ern ar to the propricty or etherwise of retaining
Mr. Seeretary Pope in office.  This was uninten-
tionally a stunning question, and baffled the in-
genuity of Mr. McEaciern to answer suceessfully
for the Government; but spoke of the twelve
apostles chosen by one master, among whom Judax
sat, aud attempted to excuse his (Pope's) con-
tinuanee in office on the erippled and unjustifiable
pretext of peeuliar serviees rendered by Mr. Pope
to the Government. Mr. McEachern’s address
was tewperate and delivered with calmness aud
propriety.

Angus McDonald, Exqr., oceupied the attention
of the meeting for a few nunutes in o sensible
address, based upon the ebject of the assemblage.
He eulogised the conduet and character of Mr.
Hensley, and enforeed bis (Mr. H.'s) deservement
of the universal suffrages of the distriet.

Mr. Kickham uow oceupied the platform. He
xpoke energeticully to the object of the meeting,
and impressed the desirability of amity among the
people, notwithstanding opposing political prinei-
ples and difference in religious creed. His speceb
breathed sound chiristian feelingand political firm-
ness.  Mr. K. concluded Lis address by proposing
the Hon. Joseph Hensley and Donald Beaton as
candidates for the representation of the First Dis-
trict of Kiug’s County. This nommation having
beon seconded, it was next moved that the Hon.
Emanuel McEachern be a candidate for the repre-
sentation of the same district. The chairman, at
request of the meeting, put the proposals to vote,
and a division Laviug been ealled and taken there
appeared 8 or 10 for McEachern aud sowme 300 in

A glance at the map of Europe will afford
wany and diversified topies of reflection. Al
thongh the past Las become historieal, the present
state of affairs on the great modern theatre of ac-
tion 1 big with the secds of future cowmeolion.
The respective relativus of the newly elected king-
dow of Italy with the Sovereign Poutiff and the
inscrutable Emperor of the French—the delicate
position of Vietor E 1t ds Austria—tlLe

In this
respect it is furtunate, indecd, that his peculiar
position as heir apparent has not wilitated against
his individual feelings, and no better epithalamic
aspiration can be offered than that the wedded lifo
of the royal pair may equal in dignified happiness
that of the parents of the bridegroom.

In our Island bome the farmer has seén his
labours crowned by an abundaut harvest, whick
has Jightened to a very appreciable extent the
burden that weighed so heavily upou the wmereantibo
portion of the cowmmunity; and we eonfidently
believe that the people will ere long be relieved
from another eanse of grivl.

MEETING AT MONAGHAN SETTLEMENT.

A VERY numerous assemblage of the eleetors of
at the r. Owen Simpson, in the Mo-
naghan Settlement, on Wednesday Jast, at 2
o'clock, p. m. Angus McDowald, Esq., J. P, oc-
cupied the Chair on the eeasion.

Tho Hoa Mr. Coles sddrensed the Moetmg on
the political affairs of the Colony — on the filsre
of the Government to settle the Land Question
after their repeated promwes 10 do %o — 2amd G
their extravagance in adding te the public dvbt in
four years between thirty and ferty thousand
pounds, without any correspondieg bonefits 1o the
couutry.

Hons. Messrs Kelly and Whelan addressed the
Meoting alse on these and other topics; after
which Messrs. Coles and Kelly were proposed as
candidates for members to represent the thind
Dastrict in the Howse of Assembly. The propo-
sal having been prowptly secondesd, it was carried
unanbmeusly.  Net sne person at the weeting
offered the Weast oppocition to either candidate.

Willian MeGill, Exq., of Charlottetown, aud
David Lawson, Esq., of Stauhope, were thew pre-
posed as candidates for mewbersbip to represent
the second divivion of the County in the Legisla-
tive Council.  This motion, being sceonded, was
also carried Dy acclawation. Mr. Lawson then
stepped upon the platform, snd delivered an ox-
cellent specch, declaring bis entive coneurrence in
all the leading prineiphes of the Liberal party,—
bis approval of the course pursued by the late Li-
beral Govermment—and bis detenmination to sup-
port the same party should be be honoured with a
scat in the second Chawber. Mr. Lawson's speech
elicited frequent bursts of appliuse ; and there is
uo doubt that he will pell all the Couneil votus
in the thriving seltlements represeuted st this
Meeting. We must not forget to menfion that
Mr. MeGill's name was received with enthusiastic
expressions of approval of him as a candidate, and
the people regretted that engugements clsowhers
prevented his attendance at this weeting. A voto
of thauks having been given to the Chairman, the
weoting disporsed about 4 o’clock.

MEETING AT ST. ANDREW'S,

A rapid and p"nnut drive over a very fifie rond
brought us to St. Andrew’s before nightfall, where
a large asscinblage was awaiting the arrival of the
new candidates. The Meeting was speedily or-
ganized in front of Mr. P. Grifin’s Store, at Mount
Plousant—James McDouald, Eq., Alisary, being
Chairman. The gentlemen who addressed the
Meeting at Owen Simpsons’ likewise addressed
this Moeting most succcesfully, and to the eatire
satisfuction of the assembled electors, as evinced
by their frequent cheers. Francis MeQuaid, Esqr.,
whoso zeal in the Liberal cause is well known not
only all over the District, but throughout the
County, also addressed both Meetings in favour of
the Liboral candidates, and in support of Liberal
principles. Mewsrs Coles and Kelly were proposed
as the popular candidates for the House of As-
sewbly, and Messrs. MeGill and Lawson as the
candidates on the same side for the Council
There was not one disscuting voice to the nowi-

Shortly before the Meeting was at an end, Mr.
J. Scott McLeod, sn officer of the Government
from St. Peter's Road, aceompanied by a Mr.
