1,000 Gallons Of
(Gasoline Lost
In Summgr_side

—Upwards of 7,000

gasoline ran wild at Summerside
yesterday morning after a three-
ton truck struck and broke off a
swing joint on one of four large
storage tanks at the British Amer-
ican Oil Company plant on Harvard
Street. The resulting loss of this
hugh quantity of gasoline created
a highly explosive atmosphere, that,
il ignited could have caused great
disaster.
+ The accident occurred when the
large refrigerator van struck the
swing joint at the base of one of
these iarge overhead tanks, each of
which has a capacity of 12,000
gallons. The joint snapped off
wilere it was attached to the tank
and nothing could be done to stop
the heavy flow of gasoline.

About 588 gallons were saved by
setiing a pumping motor in action
to pump gasoline back into a rall-
way tank oar, but over 6,000 gal-
lons spilled over the ground and
was a total loss.

Sensing the existing danger the
manager summoned the police who
stood guard to prevent traffic in
the area while town employees set
up water hoses and washed most
of the gasoline into the nearby
brook.

The truck that was in contact
with the tank was not moved until
the extreme danger seemed past,
and great care was taken by the
men who worked to eliminate the
danger.

Heavy gas fumes., while steadily
lessening in strength, hung over
the area for several hours.

The hole in the big tank was lat-
er plugged and the tank filled with
water to force out gas fumes. It
was then: drained and ‘steamed for
four hours.
