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found. ‘The wounded are more numerous than was at first
supposed ; one ball, in some instances, from the denseness
of the crowd, and the short distance, must have wounded
two or three. There are many bad sabre wounds, and seve-
ral men had one ear cut off. Upwards of thirty wounded
are known, and every day discloses fresh cases.

The coroner’s jury, which held the inquest upon the bo-
dies of the slain, have returned a verdict of justifiable homi-
cide.. The jury consisted of seventeen persons, of whom,
judging by the names, nine were Freneh Canadians, and the
‘other eight Scotch and English.—Monireal Herald, June 19.

The Montreal Courier in speaking of the late affair at Beau-
harnois, remarks :—

« Stroug hopes are entertained that when the ringleaders
are removed, things will proceed quietly. A great many of
the worst characters have left the neighbourhood altogether,
and those who remain seem generally peaceably disposed
and heartily to repent of their folly. For this they have good’
cause, as we understand that many of them have suffered
severely from the suspension of the works. To such extre-
mities have they been reduced, that strong bodied men have
offered to work for 1s. 2d. a day. or in fact for anything to
give them food. The loss which they incurred by the n':m-
payment of wages in consequence of the suspension of most
of the contracts is stated to amount to nearly 11,000

MontREAL, June 21.—Destructive Fire A’,l‘ Boucuer-
vir.LE.— Yesterday, about five o’clock, a fire was observed
from town, to be razing in this villags, which sabsequently
increesed to so fearful a conflagration as to induce the des-
patch of the Lady Colborne steamer, with two of the city fire
enzin s and a strong body of our active firemen, to the scene
of destruction. The steamer returned to port about half.past
twelve, .aml from one of the firemen we regret to find that by
this terrible conflagration, nearly the whole villaze of Bou-
cherville, including the Parish Church, has been destroyed.
The fire is believed to have originated in a spark from the
new Chambly steamer, which left port yesterday afternoon, on
her first trip.  The wind being exceedingly high, and there
being no enzine in the village, the flames communicated with
fearful rapidity, and it is believed that not less than a hundcred

houses were consumed. A few houses at the upper end of
the village are ali that have escaped. The Montreal enginesar-
sived too late to be of much service. Our informant describes
the condition of the numerous houseless sufferers by this un-
Jooked for calamity as most deplorable ; but we were glad to
jearn that the Colborne, with provisions to relieve their im-
mediate wants, is to be dispatched at half past nine this morn-
ing. A centleman from Varennes, who had come up to
Boucherville, stated to our inforinant, that the large Hotel in
the former village, built by Mr. Rasco, was set on fire, it is
believed, by aspark from the same steamboat, when at the
wharf there on her downward voyage; but that it was for-
tnnately subdued, or Varennes mizht have shared the fate of
the now desolate villace of Boucherville.

NOVA SCOTIA.

HauiFax, July 11.—Sarpwreck oF THE Rovarn Marn
‘Srean Sme Convasia.—We have an unpleasant duty to
perform this week, in recording the wreck of the Royal
Mail Steamship Columbia, in a thick fog, on Sunday the 2d
instant, on her passage hetween Boston and Halifax. The
rock on which she strack is called the Devil’s Limb, and is
a mile and a half from the Light House on Seal Island, near
to Cape Sable, the extremne southwest point of Nova Scotia,
and cenerally the first land made from Boston.  The distress
of the passengers, 84 in numbher, mpy be conceived, hut a
description of the scene, even to a participator in it, could
gearcely equal the intensity of feeling which the aceident
necasioned.  All exertions were made to relieve the ship
from her perilous situation, but proved nseless—alarm guns
were fired, which were answered from the Island, and at4
o’clock a hoat made its welocome appearance, and communi-
.cated the dangerous situation of the vessel, when immediate
preparations were made for landing the passengers. The
ladies were taken on shore, and as many of the gentlemen
as chose to go, but a number stayed by the vessel during the
night, and rendered all the assistance in their power. As
an instance of the force of the current at the place where
the Columbia struck, and which may in a great degree ac-
count for the disaster, it is richt to mention, that the packet

Brig Acadian, Capt. Jones, from Boston, was drawn into
the Bay, and in beating off from her supposed situation,
found herself within view of the Columbia, where she had
struck. The Acadian stayed by the steam ship for some
hours, and arrived here on Tuesday evening last. The
third mate of the Columbia came in her to Halifax, and
.communicated the intellizence, which created a great sen-
sation, and immediate means were taken to forward assis-
tance. The Steamer Margaret, the reserve boat of the line,
was promptly equipped, and sailed early on Weduesday
morning, Mr. Cupard himself proceeding in her to the scene
of disaster. The arrival of the Margaret was eagerly hailed
hy the large number of persons who, cooped up on a small
island, were much straitened for accommodation, notwith-
standing the extreme hospitality shown towards them by
the few residents, and by the keeper of the Light House,
whose noble and generous conduct upon the occasion has
called forth the warmest expressions of gratitude. The
subsequent endeavours to save the vessel have all proved
abortive, the force with which she struck, carried her far on
the reef, and elevated her bows, resting her as upon a pivet,
the result of which position was, that she became hogged on
Wednesday last, and there is every probability will soon go
to pieces, though hopes are entertained of saving a part at
least of the machinery. The crew of the Columbia are still
on the spot, and the pilot, Captain Stairs, whose knowledge
of the coast is undoubted, and who, during an experience
of 45 years in its navigation, never before met with accident,
svas left there when the Margaret sailed. The Margaret
arrived at Halifax on Friday afternoon last, and brought up
the mails and passengers.—T'imes.

The Queen v. Macneill, on the presecution of Henry
Robertson. This was an action bronght against the Defend.
ant, who was formerly Road Commissioner of the District, for
shutting up part of an old road which formerly wound along
the shove, between Rustico and New London, and which was
stated to have been long since disused, in consequence of a
mueh better road havinz been made a short distance from the
shore, nearly parallel to the former, but in a more direct line.
The part of the road alluded to appears to have been shut up
by the defendant, acting upon his own responsibility as Road
Commissioner, with consent, it was urged, of every person sup-
posed to be interested, and as it had long ceased to be used asa
road. It appears to have been done several years previous to
1833, when the Act was passed for regulating the mode of clos-
inz roads which had ceased to be used. The complaint was, that
some persons were excluded from access to the shore, for the
purpose of fishing, and obtaining sea-weed for manure, in con-
sequence of the road being shut up, and that the defendant
had overstepped the bounds of his authority in closing it.

The case, which was a Special Jury one, came onon
Thursday the 6th inst., and from the number of witnesses cal-
led on both sides, oceupied the Court for two days, when the
jury returned a verdict finding the defendant ¢ not gnilly.”

The same action was tried Jast Hilary Term, before a com-
mon jury, who found the defendant guilty 3 but, on motion, the
Court set aside the verdict, and granted a new trial.

On Saturday last, John Godkin, for stealing a piece of cloth
from the shop of Mr. Dennis Reddin, was sentenced to three
months imprisonment ; and Joseph Haseltine, a private in the
24 battalion Rifle Brigade, was sentenced to two months im-
prisonment (having been incarcerated for five months previ-
ous to his trial), for robbing a young man named Edward Mac-
dougall, of six shillings, in the house of Archibald Macdougall,
Publican, Pownal Square.

Persons in the habit of bathing would do well to keep in
mind that all persons above the age of eight years are pro-
hibited from bathing, in an unclothed state, in open day,
between the Four Gun Battery on the West, and the creek,
called Big Marsh Creek, on the East of Charlottetown,
under a penalty of five shillings, with costs, for the first, and
ten shillings, with costs, for every subsequent offence, or in
default of payment, be commutted to prison for ten days.

Bathers,
therefore, had better beware what they are about, as the
Magistrates and Constables of Charlottetown are on the alert,
and are determined to prevent, as far as in them lies, public
decency heing violated, hy any infringement of the law in
this particular.
