I allude to the Hon Atterney Gene-
ral; but I doubt whether he thinks there je any
chanece in vur preseat isolated position of being
able to borrew woney without an Imperial guar
antee, and we kuow that the Heme G vernment
have sel dhoir face agaiust guarantecing Colonial
loans. The guarantes that was giveu the ether
day for @ loau of £3,000,000, sterling, to assist in
building the Inter-colouial Railway, was ewing
the special circumstances convected with that
undertaking, and indeed was one of the couditions
of Confederation, That undertaking is looked
upon by the public men in Eagland pretty much
in the light of a great wilitary wo:k aud valuable
weans of defence.  As a commercial undertaking,
apurt from the queetion of Confederation, 1 doubt
whether that guarastee would have been given.

Hon. ATTORNEY GENERAL.— Had the
lion. and leatned mewber tor Charlottetewn baen
present this moruing he woui'! have besrd what
I said as to the prospect of obtaining a loan. I
stated that I thought there was a probability that
a loan might be obtained n the money market of
Great Britain by layiug the resoarces of the Col-
ony before the capitalists in Loodon. Ia Nova
Scotia & loan was obtained at 6 per cent. An
Imperial guarantee for a lvan I do not think we
cau obtain.

Mr. BRECKEN.—I expected, Mr. Chairman,
that the Government would have propounded
some policy on the subject of & loan. If it
thought desirable that we obtain a loan abread,
it must be rewembered that an  agency would
have to be established wherever that loan was oh-
tained, and that the principal as well as the in-
terest wonld be payable theve. It is unfortunate
that the purchase of the Cunard Estate shoul!
have taken place at a time when trade was so de
pressed as it is at present, for the withdrawa! of
tha purchase money for that estate from the Island
wust have a tendency to inerease the d.ffisulty.
If a loan eould be negotiated on reasonable terms,
I do not see why mewbers on this side of the
House should objeet to it; Hut any money vbtain-
ed in this way must be ewmployed i paying lor
laud ouly.

Mr. MCNEILL —I merely rise, Mr. Chairman,
to rewark upon the extraordinary assertion made
by the hon. mewber for Belfast (Mr. Duncan.)
He xiated that sowe of the new members said be-
tore the Election that they could settle the Land
Question without the assistauce of the Legisla-
ture. He did not wention names, but insinuated

| that they were the members pul in by the Tenant

League. The hon. member seems to think that
there is not a good fecling between the north and
south. Now, Mr. Chairwman, the best course tor
hin to pursue would be to wove for a committes
to discuss the subject of the man who weat from
the north to the south to raise money for the
League; be no doubt uaderstande black and
white.

Mon. Mr. DUNCAN.—I do nol see anything
to auswer in what the how. wember has jost said.
He does not deny that u eertain gentlearn went
trom the north to the south to eollect woney for
the League, and was paid ten shillings per day
for his trouble

Hon. Mr LAIRD —I rise to second the
motion of the llon. Attorney General, and in
any remarks which | may offsr will endeavor
to confine mysell to the sulyect of the para-
graph under consideration. The substance
of that paragraph has been very well dis-
cussed, with the exception of one clause, that
reiating to the future purchase of and pay-
ment for proprietary lands yet unbought.
