The United States, with the
backing of Britaln and Canada,
will move that the matter be
shelved, thus blocking Peiping’s
admittance at least another year.
Though @ lively debate {s antjc-
ipared, it is expected in UN
circles that the Russian move will
be defeated.

W. J. Smith, president of the
Canadian Brotherhood of Railway
Employees (CCL), said .at his
union’s triennial convention here
that the shorter week is the ans-
wer to the problem of automation.

He said the guaranteed annual
wage is not the complete answer
to the problem of automatic ma-
chines replacing manpower.

““We must begin to consider se-
riously making a demand for a
four-day, 32-hour week and argan-
izing all the forces of labor, in
and out of the industry, for such
a demand,” he said.
